Mrs. Puga's Bopy Fouxn.—An Omana Re-
publican special from Plerce says: Thebody
of the insane woman, Mrs. John Pugh, was
found yesterday and given burial. The find-
ing was purely accidental. About a weck
ago, while some Santee Sioux Indians were

hunting above here, they discovered the body
of & woman in Bhort ecreek and becoming
alarmed, went back to the ney and report-
od their find to the agent, who sent one of his
Indiag poliee, together with the Indian who
had found her, back to Pierce. The coroner
was notifled and a party wept out with the In-
dians and found the body about two and one-
half miles northwest of town, floating in Short
creek. It was identified as that of Kate Pagh,
the Insane woman that eseaped from Ear
home in Pierce over a month ago. The body,
which was considerably decomposed, was Fn
some four feet of water, near the south bank
of the stream, and is suppoeed to have been
sunk out of sight while the search was being
made, but floated afterward. The werdict of
the coroner’s liury was that death was by accl-
dental drowning,

Buwicide of a Penitentiary Convict,

Thomas Cooper, colored, sent to the peni-
itentiary from Omaha in August last for six
years for burglary, committed suicide by
hanging on the 18th. He tied & 175 pound rock
to his feet and jumped from a platform be-

hind the cupola in the foundry. At the ring-
ing of the noon bell, the keeper of the Nebras-
ka Manufacturing company’s shops, ordered
the men under his charge to fall nJ)rlor to
marching toward the cell house, Noticing the
absence of Cooper, in the line, he stepped in
the foundry where Cooper was working, and
called on him to fall in. Cooper was then on
the platform of the cupola. “All right, boss,
here 1 go,” were the words spoken, and the
keeper hearing nothing further, stepped in to
bunt his man. He found him hanging by the
neck, and obgerving that the fall had broken
his neck, and that any effort to save the man
would prove useless, he turned around, and
led off his line of men to the cell house, and
reported to the warden's office.

he prison officials are at a logs to explain
the reasons which prompted Cooper to com-
mit suicide. He appeared always cbeerful,
replying to anything said to him in the most
respectiul way, and otherwise deporting him-
mlP most properly. He has no known rela-
tives of his color, and had been in the state
only one day when he was arrested for the
burglary for which he was sentenced to the
penitentiary.

Minnie Cummings, the actress, now of New
York but who formerly lived in Omaha, has
obtained a verdict for $25,000 against & police
officer and Deliva Murphy, a dressmaker, both
of the metropolis, for false arrest and impris-
onment,

A party of eastern capitalists have been in
Omuha making arrangements for leasing the
packing house in connection wtth the Union
Stock Yards. It isgeneraly understood that
they will take hold of the enterprise at an
early day.

The stable of Mr. Joice, at Friendville,
caught fire and was burned to the ground, to-
gether with astable belonging to the ereamery
which stood in close proximity. Fortunately
no horges were in the stable at the time and
the damage was very slight,

A subscription of about £400 is being raised
at Beatrice to pay the indebtedness, incurred
several years ago, for the first uniforms of
company C, N. N. G. Col. L. W, Colby, Wm.,
Lamb, O. M. Enlow and others became re
sponsible for the uniforms.

A serles of accidents occurred on the Union
Pacific last week between Cheyenne and
Granite Cannon, resulting in four engines be-
Ing badly demolished and several freight cars
totally wrecked. One fireman was fatally in-
jured and a section hand instantly killed.

Isaac Jewett, superintendent of the cream-
ery at Grand Island, committed suicide by
taking morphine. He was a man about 50
years of age, single, and stood well in the
community, He had been drinking hard for
three days. No good reason for the rash act
is known.

The Utica Record says that section has
never been blessed with a more bountiful
corn crop than this seagon, nor has there ever
been a erop that matured more perfectly.
There is apparently no end to the corn, and
that which most interests the farmers is the
price it will bring.

Albert Whitmore, living southeast of Kene-
saw, is in the sorghum buginess. He has made
about one hundred and fifty gallons for other
partieg, and is now about to begin work on
his own crop of cane. He raised four acres,
which he estimates will yield about three hun-
dred gallons of syrup.

Two Omaha hardware men were last week
the vietims of burglars. From one they stole
about £1,000 worth of fine cutlery, and from
the other about $150 worth of geods were ta-
ken. The heaviest loger offers £100 for re-
turn of goods and will spend a thousand dol-
lars to run down the thieves,

Just at this season of the year when every-
body is getting ready for winter the Lincoln
Journal wants farmers and others to bear in
mind the fact that at the Home for the Friend-
less in that eity such things as eabbage, pota-
toes, turnips, ete., will be thankfully received
and appropriately credited to the donors.

By an explosion of gasoline in & stove in
the house of Samuel Leland, at Lincoln. Mrs.
Leland was quite eeverely burned. Her
clothes caught fire, and when she ran into the
yard it was only by the opportune arrival of 2
neighbor, who emothered the flames, that she
escaped severe and perhaps fatal injifties,

Alfred Ruet and Munson, two young men
living five miles south of Juniata, met with a
severe loss. They were batching and work-
ing their land. While out at work their house
took fire, and before it was discovered burn-
ed to the ground, destroying their bedding,
clothing, ete., and £30 in money.

The grand lodge of Locomotive Enginecrs
has allowed the claim of E. H. Fheldon of
£1,000, being the amount named in the policy
on the life of George W. Sheldon, one of the
engineers killed in the Elkhorn disaster some
days ago. E. H. 8heldon is the father of the
unfortunate young man and is the benefici-
ary.

Webster county furnishes the latest vietim
of the loaded shot-gun. Ellett Rice, a lad of
16, placed his gun on the bottom of a hay wag-
on and started out for a hunt. The jarring of
the wagon sent the gun through the rack to
the ground, discharging it, the contents en-
tering the boy's abdomen. He died in a few
hours.

Joseph Schulz, of Colfax county, com-
menced feeding 250 steers week before last
for the winter market, This is much earlier
than feeding is usually begun, but Mr. 8.
contends that corn has all the nutriment now
that it will ever have and that cattle can eat
it muech easier than after it becomes hard.
Besides they will fat much faster in warm
than in cold weather.

C. C. Howser, who was for three and a half
yvears general secretary of the Young Men's

Every Irish
heart will mourn at his loss. On behalf of
myself and the American League, convey to
Mrs. Bullivan and family our heartfelt con-
dolence.”

D. Mathiesen, a cattleman who lives about
five miles south of Grand Island, as he was
going home in a wagon his horses became
frightened and he was thrown from the wagon
sustaining a compound fracture of his right
leg. He laid out all night and crawled about
two miles after daylight to reach the nearest
house from which he was taken to his home.

A Burt county farmer, in writing to his lo-
cal paper regarding hog cholera, says that as
the disease ig brought about mostly by reason
of dirty pens and a corn diet, a change in the
right direction will, by removing the cause,
produce the cure. First, change the hogs to
high, fresh ground, and then feed wholly on
oats, Asgoon as the hogs stop dying give a
little corn, but continue the oats. Give ashes
and salt. The hogs will not only get well, but
fatten much faster than on a corn diet.

THE PEOPLE EXCITED.

-

But the Principal in the Affair Remains Per-
[eetly Cool.,

An Afbany (N. Y.) dispateh of - the

20th says: Governor Cleveland was assaulted
in front of the medical college this morning by
Samuel Boone, of Chemung county, who was
ejected from the exceutive chamber last week
for greating a disturbance while scckinga
pardon. He struck at the governor with his
right hand, but the blow was warded off. He
repeated the striking several times, but failed
to hit the governor In the face. He then darted
toward a pile of cobble stomes, but was inter-
rupted by Dr. George Houghton before he
could obtain a missile. Boone returned to the

attack on the governor, when Houghton seized
and held him and the governor deliberately
walked on. Boone was released and went
quickly to his boarding house, where he was
arrested shortly afterwards.  Dr. Houghton
overtook the governor and conversed freely
with him sabout the assault. The governor
}-mcecded to the eapital and went to his rooms.
Ie alluded only casually about the matter
to the attaches of the office. In the police
court Boone pleaded not guilty, and asked two
days to prepare his case, as he wanted to
telegraph to Judge Boardman Smith, of the

supreme court, to defend him. The
case was put down for Wednesday.
Boone was secking a pardon for his

brother-in-law who was sentenced to two years
at Auburn for shooting into a crowd assembled
near his house on Hollow Een night and seri-
ously injuring a boy. Boone and wife request-
ed the governor at Elmira to pardon him and
the governor said he would look over the mat-
ter. When he returned to Albany the governor
spoke to District Attorney Stanchfield who
was strongly opposed to granting the applica-
tion as he did not think there were any
grounds for clemency.

About a week after Cleveland's return Boone
turned up. The governor said he had not yet
reached the case. ~ Boone made threats and re-
tired. Boone followed the governor back and
forth to the excentive mansion that day and
dezlared he would not leave until he got a par-
don. He finally disappeared.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

Boone, who assaulted the governor, unsuc-
cessfully solicited a pardon for his brother-in-
law, whoris confined in Auburn prison for
shooting a man in Chemung county a year
ago. Boone met the governor as he was walk-
ing over Eagle street from the executive man-
sion to the capitol, about 9 this morning, and
struck at him, at the same time uttering an
oath. Governor Cleveland threw up his arm
and warded off the blow. Several persons
were near by, who saw the affair, ran after the
man and captured him. Governor Cleveland
at once proceeded to the executive chamber.
Boone came here about two weeksaco to press
bis application, and the governor then said to
him he would take up the papers at his ear-
liest convenience and would decide it as soon
as possible, His impression was the proscent-
ing officers of the county were unfavorable to
the pardon, and if so he could not graut it, un-
less they saw fit from further reflection, to
modify their statements, as no pardons were

ranted in o&\pt}sltlon to 1 authorities.

oone at this demanded an immediate answer,
yes,or no, and said to Cleveland if the district
attorney had re orted against the pardon he
would slap his face, and {f not he would come
back and slap the governor's faee. In a few
days Boone telegraphed the governor the dis-
trict attorney had saved him & slapping in the
face by acknowledging Cleveland’s statement
was true.  Last week one morning Boone and
his wife appeared at the executive chamber,
and the governor grauted them an aundience.
The woman was in a state of great nervous ex
citement and attempted to strike the governor.
He caught her by the wrist and sa.ili- to her,
“My dear woman, you are beside your-
self] sit down and Jet us talk this ‘mat-
ter over reasonably.” At that she threw
herself on the floor and ecreamed and

shouted wuntil she was removed from
the building. Boone and wife have
remained here ever gince and

Boone has followed the governmor back and
forth from his house to the eapitol. He has
uttered all manner of threats to shoot Cleve-
land, ete.,, and was regarded as a “‘crank.”
1lis wife has had several fits of hysteria, and
the attending physician urged Boone to take
her home, but he hasrefused. Boone is in jail
and will be examined as to his sanity Wednes-

day
’i‘hls evening the excitement over the assault
on Governor Cleveland had largely abated. The
condition of Mrs. Boone, suffering from hys-
teria since her interview with the governor a
week ago to-day, is not dangerous. The state-
ment that she was injured by the governor dur-
ine the interview is entircly untrue. When he
told her that he could not pardon her brother
without investigation, and that the case must
take its turn, she flew at him and attempted to
gcrateh his face. He scized her by the wrist
and sad: “Why, you poor, foolish woman,
why dou't you behave yourself#?  Mrs. Boone
was then led out into the ante-room where she
fellupon the floor in a fit. Sheis not injured
further than sustaining some bruises inflicted
upon herself by her struggle. Fairbanks, for
whom Boone sought pardon, appears also to be
a crank. The governor to-day received a dis-
atch from the warden of Auburn prison, stat-
ng Fairbanks had been pronounced insane by
medical experts and transferred to the insane
asylum.
A Long-Absent Father Returns.
Thirty-three years ago, says an Acworth
(Ga.) dispatch, when the California gold fever
was at its height, there lived in this county a
young man named Wilson, who had a pretty

yvoung wife and child. A quarrel between
the couple caused the husband to go to Call-
fornia. A few years later it was announced
that he was dead, and the widow remarried.
Last week there arrived in this city a gentle-
man about fifty-five years of age, evidently a
man of means, who began inquiry about the
old families, It was the long-absent husband,
who had been appointed commisgioner for
California at the New Orleans exposition, and
who was anxious to make up with his wife.
He found his son, who is married and the
father of & family, and has furnished them
means to join him in California, where it is
said he is a millionaire. Mr. Wilson continued
on his way to New Orleans.

FOREIGN NOTES.

Sarnh Bernhardt has gone to the seaside.
Her physicians order absolute guiet for 4 long
time.

It is reported that the Chinese have made
anattack on Thai Uguyen, in upper Tonqguin,
and been repulsed with heavy loss,

Many thousands attended Su:livan’s funeral
at Dublin, among them the mayor, corpors-
tion council, Bishop Cluga, of Dublin, and
the Irish members of parliament.

The czar, the prince of Wales and the king
of Greece are urging the duke of Cumberland
to make arrangements with Emperor William
in regard to the Brunswick succession.

The Hungarian miner arrested on the arri-
val of the steamship Lord Clive, from Phila-
delphia, has given evidence that the dynamite
in his possession was to be used with feloni-
ous intent.

The London Globe =says a summons has
been raised against the American, G. E. Rog-
ers, for assaulting the manager of St. Stephen's
Review. The assault was made on account
of the article entitled “The Man from New
York.”

Representatives of Austria, Russia and Italy
will attend the Congo conference upon the
same footing as the representatives of the
other powers. Belginm will probably advo-
cate the interests of the African international
asspciation.

Rome dispateh of the 20th: During the past

The liberals, of Belgium, in view of their
suceess in the munecipal elections, demand
that the chamber be dissolved and the govern-
ment resign.

Insiders in the cable now state that the-

The petition of French merchants in Alex
andrin was presented to the chamber of
deputies through the vice-president of the
Alexandria chamber of commerce urging the
immediate payment of the Alexandria in-
demnity to save French residents in that city
from ruin. The commission on petitions
made a report declaring its urgency.

The queen's speech at the opening of par-
linment consists of only eight paragraphs. It
begins by regretting the necessity for con-
voking parliament, discusses the franchise
bill and expresses the hope that the measure
will shortly be passed. No mention is made
of redistribution. References are made to
the affairs at the Cape and Egypt and General
Gordon is eulogized for his gallant defense of
Khartoum.

CAFPITAL BRIEFS.

Postmaster-General Hatton and the Mexican
minister have coneluded a postal convention
providing for exchange of mail between the
United States and Mexico at domestic rates
of postage.

3 Commissary-General McFeely reports for
the fiscal year aggregate resources, $4,258.451¢
expenditures, 3217724, leaving a balance of
£1.041,257. There was on hand £2.257 of the
amount appropriated for the relief of suf-
ferers from the overflow of the Ohloriver and
€5,151 of the appropriation for the sufferers
from the overflow of the Mississippi.

The private banking bouse of H.D. Coke &
Co. displayed the following notice at the usual
opening hour on the 23d: “Owing to inability
to meet pressing demands we deem it better
for all interests concerned to suspend fem-
porarily. Total liabilities £150,000, 50,000 of
which is fully secured.”

The Tennessee bond cases, which comprise

Governor
Hoadley, of Ohio, opened the argument for
the bondholders.

Several employes of the Canadian Pacifie
railway were lately summoned to appear in
the police court on a charge of violating the
statute against Sunday work.

Charles J. Downie, the member of the
Chicago board of trade who murdered his
brother, Willinm H., on September 5th, com-
mitted suicide by hanging in his cell in jail.

Some ruffinns are destroying cows in the
city of Hamilton, Ontario. One man had nine
cows poisoned and another lost gquite a nun-
ber. Turnips filled with strychnine were
found in the pasture fleld.

In the Clawson polygamy case at Salt Lake,
Lydia Spencer, the presumed second wife, was
called. She refused to be sworn or testify.
She was lectured by the court but persisted in
refusal. She was ordered to the penitentinry
till next morning, when she was called on
again.

At Shreveport, La., while a posse were con-
veying Charles McLane (white) from that city
to Bellevue jail, they were overpowered when
six miles in the country by a gangof armed
masked men, who took the prisoner and
hanged him to a trec. The vietim was charged
with arson.

Sheriff Bate, just returned to Baton Rogue
from Clinton, La., reports that there is a ru-
mor there of the murder of three persons, a
father, son and nephew, in St. Tammany par-
ich & few days ago, and that a posse pursued,
captured and hanged four negro muriderers,
and were on the track of the others.

Wm. H. Dempsey, of Washington, D. €., has
been indicted by the United States grand jury
on charge of the navy department. He was
stutioner and supplied most of the stationery
used in the different departments at the capi-
tol.

A GREAT LOSS,

The Village of Carthange, New York, Almost
Euntively Conswmed by Fire.

The Carthage (New York) fire was the most
disastrous which ever occurred in that part of
the state, It began ina row of manufactuT-
ing buildings on the west side of Black river,
and heavy winds blew the sparks half a mile
across the river to two islunds filled with
manufacturing instituiions. Everything on
the islands was burned, and seventy-five
acres of the resident part of the town swept
clear of buildings. Tiois embraced the oldest
part of the town, and contuined beautiful
residences, one hundred and sixty dwellings
burned, hesides manufaeturing institutions, |
churches, the town hall, and ull the school
buildings.

THE RELIEF OF GREELY.

The Rescus as Detailed by Commaodore Schley.

The report of Commodore winfleld Scott
Schley, of the expedition under his command
for the relief of the Greely party, has been
submitted to the secretary of the navy. It
cites the orders under which the expedition
was organized and then enters upon a graphio
narrative of the events of the voyage. But

by far the most intevesting portion of the re-
port is that describing the discovery and gl-h.
cue of Greely and his men. Commodore

ley relates as follows the fmpressive scenes
inside of Greely’s tent: Lieutenant Gmﬁl!
wns found in his sleeping bag, his body 'mlo?t.
od forward and his head resting upon his le
hand. A book of common prayer Was open
and held in his right hand. He appeared t?
be reading the prayers to Private Connel
whose condition was most despernte and eriti-
cal. He was torribly cold, all sensation hav-
ing gone, and he was speechless, and almost
breathless, His eyes were fixed and glassy
Indeed. his weakness was such that it waa
with diffieulty he swallowed the stimulants
given him by Doctora Green and Ames.
jnws had dropped: his heart was barely pulsa-
ting, and his body temperature was getting
low. This tender scene of the helpless, almost
famighed officer consoling his dving compan-
fon was In itself one that brought tears to the
eves of the strongest and stoutest of thoso
wha gtoad about them on the merciful errand
of rollef. Sergeants Bralnard and Frederick
and Hospital Steward RBrierback, were ex-
tremely weak and hardly able to stand. They
we e no longer able to venture away from
their camp to seck food nor to prepare their
simple diet of sealskin; nor to collect licheng:
nor to eatch ghrimps, on which they had to
depend to a great extent to sustain life. Their
face, hands and limbs were swollen 1o
fuch an extent that they could not be
reeognized. This indieated that the entire
party had but a short lease on life, probably
not more than forty hours at the most. This
fact was recognized by them all, and had come
to them from their experience during that
long and desolate winter, in watehing their
dying companions as one after another passed
away from amongst them forever. Poor Ser-
geant Ellison was found in his gleeping bag,
where he hed lain helpless and hopeless for
months with hands and feet frozen off.
Strapped to one of the stumps was found &
spoon, which some eompanion had strapped
there to enable him to feed himself. His
physienl condition otherwise appeared to bo
the beat of any of the survivors and this may
be attributed to the fact that each of his com-
panions had doled out to him from their small
allowanee of food something to help him, on
aceount of his complete helplessness to add
anything to his own by huntinge about the
rocks for lichens or catching shrimps.
suffered no waste of strength by the exertion
incident thereto, This care of Ellison was
sueh a= only brave and generons men, suffer-
ing with each other nnder most desperate eir-
enmstanees, eould think of.” The remainder
of the report is taken up with a statement of
*he condition of the other survivora, deserip-
tion of the exhumation of the dead bodices,
getting them on board ship and the measures
adopted for their pregservation. In this con-
nection it is stated that in prepnring the
hodies of the dead for transportation it was
found that gix of them had been cut and the
fleshy parte removed to a greater or less ex-
tent.  All the other bodies were found intact,
Commaodore Schley speaks in terms of th
highest commendntion of all the officers and
men of his command.

4 GREAT CATTLE SUIT.

A Trial of More Than Ovdinary Interest to
Stock Growers,

A trial of more than ordinary interest to
stock growers, says a Denver spesial, was
finisiied in the United States cireult court here
to-day before Judge Brewer. The plaintiff in
the cuse was Jeremiah Mann, of Nevada, and
the defendants were B. C. Bloomfleld, one of
Colorado’s largest cattle raisers, and Robert

Tillett and Henry Trass. There were wit-
nesses present from Nevada, Wyoming, Colo-
riado and various parts of the Rocky Moun-
tains. In Mr. Mann’s complaint he said that
in 1¥0 he purchased 2,000 head of Oregon cat-
tle and drove them to Wyoming., About
of this herd were sold, decreasing the number
to L400. These cattle, together with those of
other parties, drifted southward during the
winter of 1551, and could not be found at the
s}'rmz round-up, and in the vear following
Mr. Mann had a large foree of men and horses
employed in searehing for them, at great ex-
pense and cost. He finglly claims to have
mitde the discovery that his ecattie had wan-
dered to the vicinity of the ranch of Mr
Bloomfield, in southern Colorado, and c},arg,‘;
that they were taken up by Mr. Eloomfleld
and his men, and the brands so changed a8 to
destroy their identity. Mr. Bloomfield denied
having ever taken or converted to his own
use any of Mr. Mann's cattle, In addition 1o
this denial the defense introduced testimony
to show that the winter of 1851 was very
severe, and that thousands of cattle «rishm’l
