Then, in the lan-
guage of a friend, he got up, dressed
himsell, and tried to stand on his head
in the corner.

“Crockett never had £300 at one
time before this lucky strike,” said an-
other fireman to the reporter. ““To be
sure, he gets 8140 a month as engin-
eer, but he isn’t mueh of a hand at
savinz.: The ticket that won the
money was No. 68 980, and it eaptured
one-fifth of the first capital prize of $75-
OO0,

Has Crockett received his money yet?

“Yes; but strange to say, he still
sticks to his job. We all thought it
would paralyze him when he heard thé
news, but it didn’t. He isn’t a man
who drinks or gambles to any great ex-
tent. He is about 35 years of age and
married. I heard that he intendsto go
back to New Jersey, where he came
from, and buy a farm and settle down.”™

Crockett was interviewed, but no
amount of questioning could make him
say anything further than that he‘*didn’t
care for notoriety™ and that he “‘didn’t
want anything published about the mat-
ter.

No 68,980 was the first ticket Crock-
ett ever bought in any lottery, and his
fortunate experience adds another serap
to the history of lucky lottery plavers
in this citv.—San Francisco (Cal.)

CLEVELAND'’S CABINET.

Probable Effecis of the Change on Ofe
lice Holders—Views ofan Old«Timer,)

Correspondence Rochester Sunday Herald.

“Yes, the principal topie-of conversa-
tion here at present is the probable ae-
tion of the incoming administration.”
