Much
interest I8 being tuken now in the settlemeat
of the Republican Valley, not hy a class of
ploneers secking government lands go much
as by thosge desirous of buying direct from
the ploncer and getting deeded lands or re-
linquishments, thus gaving from four to six
years time necessary 1o earn the government
puient  In two former articles to your splen-
did paper we reviewed fully the characteris-
tics of soil. topography, climate, produectsand
advancement of the eastern and central part
of this valley In Nebraska; in this we will
conflne ourselves to the western portion in-
eluded in Furnas and Red Willow countios.
In a general way the charactoristics are very
similarall alongthe Valley. Beautiful streams
fed by perennial springs mipple and flow
through the land emptying into the Pepubli-
ean all along {15 courge. As you go to the
westward there Is a gradual diminution of the
rainfall, but the peculiar enmpogition of the
subsail, its spongy and porous character
makes it gerve us a4 subterranean reseryoir
from which nature can draw an abundant
supply of moisture. A farmer who had spent
a number of years in Furnas county said to
us: *I have hved in Pennsylvanig, Ohlo and
Towa und have never been in any country
where crops stand a drouth like Nebraska.
The leaves of the plant do not shrivel up and
wither. but are bright and green, and a corn-
stalk dog up after a severe drouth, has abun-
dance of moisture around the roots,

In this portion of Nebraska no lands were
granted to railw ¥ corporations, or for any
other purpose, thusall of the land hes been
taken up under the provisions of the United
States lav by homestead, pre-emption or tim-
her eulture acts, except a small portion which
is yet open, but which is not the choieest innd.
These pioneers, after obtining their patents,
frequently sell to the permanent setiler and
at prices much lower than any land could be
sold by railway ecorporations who having
alternate section grants spend large sums of
money to place their lands upon the market
and are still doing so day by day., Thsre are
also opportunities to secure relinquishments
frem §200 to $1.066 per gquarter section upon
which the purchaser can locate according to
government laws nnd prove up at the speci-
fled thme.  OF course the price of these lands
depends very largely upon the location, desir-
