ITAT the *“simple life” favors longevity, that
inxurious living must be paid for by an un-
timely death, is a common and not unreason-
able opinion, Statisties seem to uphold this
view, though statistics are by no means con-
clusive,  Sociologists draw impressive lessons
of the rewards of the often Inveluntary and
reluetant viriue of plain living. Probably many who are
forcedd by cireumstances to do without costly foods and
dArinks, sofrt beds and whatever wealth can achieve, would
prefer a shorter life and self-indulgenee; but having no
choice in the matter they boast of their expectant length of
years.

There is g measure of comfort for the luxurious. how-
cont mnglish facts, which prove that a
fong life is not incompatible with riches, Of 206 English-
men wiho dixl last year, leaving each an estate of more
ihan half a million dollars, six were over 9 years old,
ity were over 8o years, aid the average was 73 years.
This is <shown to be much above the average of an equal
S poor peaple tnken haphazarvd., It is specified that
many of these long-fived rieh men inherited their wealth,
and lived from iafaney to death in luxurious eireums-
