DISASTROUS STORM.

TTEES
Groeat Lakes SBwept by the Worst
Gale in Years.

The storm which Thursday night swept
over northern Lake Michigan, Lake Hu-
ran and Lake Erie was one of the fiercest
on record. As far as learned [riday
night eleven vessels bhave heen wrecked
and ten to fifteen others seriously dam-
aged. Twelve lives are known to have
been lost, and as the gale on southern
TLake Huron and Lake Erie is still blow-
ing fiercely it is feared that other
losses, both of life and properiy, will be
reported.

The boats known to have been wrecked
are as follows:

Tug Frank Perry, sunk off Bool island
in the Cheneaux group.

Schooner Minnedosa foundererd two
and a half miles off Harbor Beach, in
Lake Huron, early I'riday, and carried
down the entire crew of eight men.

Schooner Maulenee went ashore eigh-
teen miles west of Erie, Pa.

Schooner Tasmania, of the
fleet, sunk two and a bLalf miles south-
west of the Southeast Shoal liglhtship on
Lake Erie, and carried a crew of eight
men, of whom nothing is known.

The gale ereated suchi a sea as has not
been experienced on the lakes in the
last fifteen years.

General Culver looked over the building
amd eame to the econclusion that it would
make & good temporary home for the Na-
tional Guard and other patriotic societies
of Omaha pending the erection of a per-
manent armory.
