The interest of the laborer should
be in the thing on which he is em-
ployed. Then he would press on-
ward in his physical and mental
exertions to improvements of the
most valuable character, such as
would not only ameliorate his own
condition, but would send forth
a blessing over the whole world.
As things are now existing, the
laborer feels an interest in the re-
ward only, and not in employment
itself. Therefore labor is disgust-
ing and tiresome, while its reward
alone actuates the worker, and
thus the proper development of
his physical and intellectual pow-
ers is discouraged and obstructed.

The laborer feels no interest in the-

development or the advancement
of his emvloyer’s interest, but
merely in the amount of reward
he may extract from him, and
which is necessary to his subsist-
ence. He who employs, feels no
interest in the poor and their
necessities, but exerts his power
and ingenuity to press the laborer
to every possible extreme and then
remunerates him agreeably to his
own interest. The employer does
not reward the laborer because he
feels an interest in his family’s
welfare. On the other hand, after
compelling him to labor excessive-
ly, he pays him only as a man
would feed his herds at night.
