GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP CLUBS
WILL HOLD MEETINGS.

PLAN FOR CAMPAIGN OF 1908

An Announcement Made in Norfolk
for the First Time by Mr. Harring-
ton, Indicates That Rallway Owner-
ship is to be Bryan's 1908 lssue.

Former United States Senator Wil
liam V. Allen of Madison, M. F. Har-
rington of O'Neill and Judge Eidgar
Howard of Columbus are planning to
formally inaugurate the 1908 presiden-
tial campaign of William Jennings
Bryan at a convention of “Government

Ownership” elubg to be held in South
Omaha two weeks from next Monday,
December 81. At least the close asso-
clation of the three leaders in this
enterprise, with Mr. Bryan, and the
{dentity of thelr Ideas with those of
the peerless leader along the line of
government ownership, are taken by
political students to mean that this
convention will be called for the pur-
pose of formally launching the Ne-
braska leader into the presidential
race.
Plan is Announced in Norfolk.

The plan of the government owner-
ghip convention was made public for
the first time in Norfolk by Mr. Har-
rington, who passed through the city
enroute from Madison to South Oma-
ha, and who spent the morning there.
At Madison he was in conference with
Senator Allen,

While Mr. Harrington did not make
any remark concerning the national
significance of the proposed conven-
tion, the fact of its coming at this
time, when there is no political senti-
ment to build excepting that for presi-
dential possibilities, Is taken to indi-
cate that this is a movement of the
friends of Mr. Bryan to announce his
candidacy.

Mr. Harrington was one of the very
first followers of the Nebraskan to
adopt the government ownership sug-
gestion and he immediately organized
a “government ownership” elub at
O'Nelfll, It will be recalled that when
Mr, Bryan spoke here during the clos-
ing days of the recent campaign, he
was followed by Mr, Harrington, who
dealt with government ownership, and
he was introduced by Senator Allen,
who expressed his views as strongly
savoring government ownership, Judge
Howard, at the congressional conven-
tion held here, which nominated Judge
Graves, wrote the platform and in it
fpeuleated his and Mr. Bryan's gov-
ernment ownership ideas, even before
Mr. Bryan had returncd to America
and delivered his famous Madison
Square speech upon the same doetrine.

It became apparent from this move
of Mr. Bryan's friends that he jntends
to fight his way to the presidency on
a government ownership platform, and
that he will force the democratic na-
tional convention in 1908 to accept his
doctrine if it accepts him,

This being the case, it becomes ap-
parent from the announcement that
has been made in Norfolk, that the
next presidential campnign will be
waged upon the “Government Owner-
ghip of Railroads” as a paramount Is-
Bue.

Strupper hired Eva Scott, a 20-year-
old girl, as nurse. She brought the
sick woman back to health, and Strup-
per, having fallen in love with the
nurse, went to Sidney, ITowa, with her,
where she married him, the wife act-
ing as witness, In defense she says
that she thought Strupper's prison sen-
tence had absolved the marriage tles,
Strupper used the name of Shaffer in
the wedding with the nurse,

The three then came to Slonx City
and began living with Strupper's son
by his first wife He learned what
had happened and with Mrs. Kelly
had Strupper arrested. Both refused
to prosecute when the case was called
for trinl this week, Strupper Is 70
years old and served In the clvil war.
