Some
of the passengers hod not awakened,
One of these was Louls Delario, elerk
of the house committee on frrigation,
Washington, D, C., whose home was at
Larnmie, Wyo., Mr. Delario had slept
through the nolse and excitement, and
when he was pulled out of his berth he
wis choking from suffocation and died
in 0 few minutes, The body of Mr.
Delario was slightly burned, although
there seemed no question that he died
of suffocation rather than from the
burng, Mr. DeLario’s Washington ad-
dress was 1101 K street, northwest.
The majority of the pasgengers lost
all their outer clothing, their tickets,
money and valuables, A pockethook
containing a draft for $60,000 and sev-
eral large bills was among the articles
grabbed from the berths by the rescu-
ing party of trainmen. The woman
who had the baby saved her pocket-
book,

After the passengers had been re-
moved to the sleeping cars ahead the
engineer made a fast run to Missouri
Valley with the burning car, As the
flames shot out of the roof and win-
dows anfl streaked behind with the
trafin rocing a mile a minute across the
pridrie the sgcene was highly spectacu.
lar,

Before the fire department of Mis.
souri Valley could be got out the car
wias burned to the floor, only the steel
fraomework remuaining.

The body of Mr. DeLario was taken
care of by a Missouri Valley under-
taker, who held It for Instructions.

CONDUCTOR'S GREAT WORK.

Train Officer is Cousin of Mrs. John R.
Hays of Norfolk,

Conduetor Hamlin, whose  herole
work probably saved a greater disas-
ter on the Los Angeles Limited train,
I n comsin of Mrs, John R. Hays of
Norfolk, Concerning his work the
Omiha Boe says:

Conduetor Hamlin was Instantly on
the scene, trying to discover the cause
of the smoldering fire which filled the
oar with smoke, hut falling addressed
himsellr heroieally 1o the gk of pro
tecting his passengers and saving the
triin

This ear was third from the rear
Between It and the emd was another
coach and an observation car. Before
anyone else had time to colleet his
thoughts Conductor Hamlin, taking in
the sitnation at a glanee, was under
the car, scarcely yet brought 1o ¢
standstill, and uncoupling it from the
rest of the train.  He rushed his panie-
stricken passengers dnto the rear car
und thus probably provented a far
more appalling disaster,

FIRST PULLMAN TO BURN

Fire Near Missouri Valley is First on
Record in Northwestern,

Not In the history of the entire Chi
cago and Northwestern rallway sys
tem, in the opinion of tralnmen of the
Norfolk division, was there ever a
case untll Sunday of a sleeping car
catching fire between stations and
burning up before a water supply could
be reached,

The unusual case on this road hap-
pened just off the Norfolk division at
a point three miles west of Missouri
Valley near the little town of Love-
land.

REMARKABLE TESTS.

A Large Number of Testn

Were Made and Ten Engineers Were

Surprise

Discharged—Shows Crews Can be

Parfectly Discljilined,

tesrls During the same period other |
tests were made o various matters of

gecondary Importance with respeot to
IMoek signaling Those numbered 1,-
621, and ranged from audible signnl
tiokts to the observanes of slow and
stop signals placed by track malntain-
vrs and others. In only sixteen coases
were the riles not absolutdly obeyed.
This 18 1 per cent failure on signal
matters of minor importance.  “Sur.
prigse tests" are made withont previous
knowledege of the engine crews and
conslst of every concelvable question
which may nrise.

Engineers Discharged.
The management of the Northwest-
ern began making these tests several
years ago and found that in a certain
percentage of cases the signals were
not observed. As a result of a serles
of early tests ten engineers were dis-
charged from the service and others
were severely dealt with for failure to
obey signals,
In each case the men were told that
they had dome all in their power to
contribute to an accldent and it was
no fault of thelrs that an accldent had
not oceurred., It was given out plainly
by the management that failure to
obey signals meant dismissal from the
service, The result of the campalgn
shows, according to Northwestern of-
ficers, that engine crews can be dis-
ciplined to the polnt where fallure to
obey slgnals will praetically never
oceur,

THIS EXPLAINS CLEAN RECORD.

Fine Discipline on Northwestern Gives
Safety in Nebraska,

The telegram from Chieago telling
of the series of surprise tests that have
been glven by the Northwestern ratl-
road company to engine crews regard-
ing the bloek signal service no doubt
explains the elean record for wrecks
that has been made In this division of
the road., It was noted in these col
umng the other day that eastern radls
roaders might well come west for les-
sons In the safe operating of trains,
but the remark was ventured without
knowledge of the systematic training
that has been given to the Northwest-
ern's trafumen.

TO INVESTIGATE BLOCK SIGNAL

Interstate Commerce Commission
Takes Steps to That End.
Washington, D, ¢, Jan. 7.=—=The In
terstate commerce commission s pre
piaring to turn the light on the blo¢k
signal system of the railroads of the
nited States, It was directed to do
this by joint resolution of eongress,
but thus far has been lacking in the
means for sclentifie Investigation and
one which will get at the root of the

difficulty.

The resolution of congress required
the commission to suggest legislation
to eure the admitted evils by which
one terrible wreek has followed anoth-

enoueh already to reach a point where
it believes theor are certaln atomatie
mechanical devieeos which would pre-
vent wireeks nearly if not entirely.

Unfon Pacifie train No. 10, arriving
in Omaha at 5 o'clock p. m., has been
bringing the bulk of the mall from the
coast. At the Counell Bluffs transfer
this mail has been turned over to the
Burlington's fast train, leaving at 6
o'clock.

The Northwestern's fast mall train
for the east has been leaving the un-
fon station daily at 8:23 p. m. That
has been too late to cateh any of this
mail from the west, but now it an-
nounces that, beginning tomorrow, it
will change the time of its fast mall
and that it will leave the Unlon station
al 65:56 p. m., arriving in Chicago at
3 o'clock the next morning and in time
to cateh all early morning connections
for the east,

The new gas plant was built by the
American  Construction company of
Newton, lowa, and Involved heavy ex-
penditure on the part of the Norfolk
company. The construction people
built the new plant under a guarantee
that it will prove as satisfactory and
more economiecal than the old way of
manufacturing the product. Under
this guarantee the construction ecom-
pany will operate the new plant for
thirty days, at the end of which time
the local company will decide whether
or not the new system ls satisfactory.

New Process Used.

An entirely new process of produe-
tion Is now employed, Whereas the
old gos was made from gasolene, the
new kind comes from crude ofl and
coke, The new product is8 known as
“water gas" and is the same as {8 used
In all large cities.

The new gas {8 manufactured In the
gas plant bullding In retorts and is
then transferred through pipes, under
high pressure, into the énormous gas
tank on the outside, from which it en-
ters the maing that lead out through
town,

Water at the bottom of this tank
seals it perfectly so that there Is no
gas escape. The tank is s0 made that
it rises and falls according to the
amount of gas contained.

It was the digging of the eistern
into whieh to place this tank that gave
50 much difffieulty to the construction
people.  Water that sgeeped up from
the ground caused trouble and pumps
were kept going day and night to rid
the hole of surplus moisture,
