FIFTY NEW HOMES EXPECTED TO
GO UP HERE.

ALSO MUCH ACTIVITY ON FARMS

While Some Are Deferring Building
Operations Until Lumber Prices Go
Down, Others Believe Prices Will
Never Again be Low.

With the approach of the spring
building season Norfolk citizens who
expect to erect new homes during the
next few months are beginning to con-
snlt lumber dealers and contractors,
While the bullding season s still
some weeks distant the indications
[point to a healthy volume of bullding
| operations in Norfolk this year.

Locdal lumbermen say that at least
fifty new homes were erected in this
city last vear., Men in tonch with the
situation expect to see about the same
number built this yvear. One lumber-
man was ecalled on to filgure on eight
new houses last week, These project-
ed houses are for the most part well
eonstructed eottages to bhe ocoupied by
the owners, New residents are com-
ing to Norfolk. Men who have been
renters are planning to build homes
of their own.

Out in the surrounding country
among the farmers the building opera-
tions are even more extensive than in
Norfolk. The farmers, reflecting the
prosperity of the country, are building
new houses, are putting up commodi-
ons harns and yard buildings. The
average farm bullding has ceased to
be a loosely built shed and is becoms-
ing a substintial structure on a brick
or stone foundation,

The ehlef factor in  limiting the
amount of building to be carried onin
Norfolk is the existing high, prices on
all kinds of building materigls. Many
look at the high prices as something
temporary and accordingly are defer-
ring impravements until the expected
“fall” oc urg. On the other hand it is
claimed that the day of low priced
lumber is forever passed in America.
The lumber interests are beginning to
see that the forest supplies are limit-
ed. The reign of the “forest butcher"
is past. The reorganization of the
lumber business on a basis that con-
giders the future as well as the pres-
ent means higher prices regardless of
trusts, combinations or money mar-
kets.

In the business distriet of Norfolk
few changes of moment have been an-
nouneed. One new building is to go
unp on Norfolk avenue on the lot east
of the Beels block, J. W. Ransom,
agent for George H. Bishop, has made
arrangements with W. M. Gobler for
the ercetion of a two gtory conerete-
bloek bullding on this lot. The build-
