the council and Mr. Sanders, the pres-
ent owner of the lighting plant, The
board made a thorough investigation
of the matter and their private opin-
fon was to the effect that the price
asked by Mr. Sanders was something
like $3.000 too high and that publie
interest would be best subserved by
putting in an entirely new plant, For
this purpose bids were advertised for
and at this stage all proceedings were
stopped by the injunction.
