SOUTHERN FLIGHT OF DUCKS

Wintry Blasts Have Started Birds to
Warmer Climate,

The southern flight of ducks I8 re-
ported from several parts of the
state. Great numbers of ducks have
been reported feeding on the wild rice
and grain in Minnesota and they have
been driven south by the recent win-
ter blasis,

In some instances the first good
flight of the season was reported.
Word from about Stoux City indicates
that the hunters there since the cold
weather are getting pleiyy of ducks
of the larger varietlies, including mal-

Iards and redheads, But few geese
were reported flying.

Owing to the mild fall and the ab-
sence of north winds heretofore the

fall fight hns been an absent quantity
during what is usually a good hunt-
ing season Natlve ducks, however,
have satisfied the sportsmen.

By some hunters in Norfolk it Is
maintained that thig fall is not to see
anything like a real fall flight. These
men clalm that the ducks have gone
south In small bunches unobserved
and that there redlly are not many
deft to constitute a spectacular flight
with the appearance of real flylng
wealher,

For the most part, however, Norfolk
hunters began to oll their guns with
the first word that the duck move
ment was on,

He explains he Is In
a hurry to send a small sum to his
wife; that a bank would not honor
his check, he being n stranger; while
it will that of the merchant.

Onee in possession of the business
mun's signature he uses it for fraud-
ulent purposes. He Is an expert at
duplieating signatures, and so far no
bank officlal has eaught him up.

A TOWN THAT MOVES

Work accomplished in One Week That
Usually Requires Years.

Gregory, 8. D, Nov. 13.—8pecial to
The News: The streets of this prog-
ressive city have presented a busy
scene during the past week. A prob-
lem that has caused no end of worry
for the city fathers during the past
two years has been to devise means
for putting the fifteen miles of streets
within the corporate limits of Greg-
ory in a condition of improvement
commensurate with the eity's rapid
growth and development. Although
it s little more than two years since
the first settlement of the town Greg-
ory now has a rapidly increasing pop-
ulation of 2,000 people, and the freight
receipts and general volume of busi-
ness transacted are equal to that of
most cities of thrice two thousand
people, Naturally the amount of mon-
ey at digposal for street purposes in
50 new a community Is lUmited. Hap-
pily, however, an opportunity wasg re-
cently presented for securing the nec-
essary amount of street grading at a
very reasonable ecost and which the
city couneil were quick to grasp with
the characteristic Gregory spirit. This
apportunity came in the form of Con-
tractor Treadway's big grading outfit
whieh had just completed the work
on the railway extension to the stock-
yards on the Tripp county line and
which was temporarily idle, pending
preparations for removal to winter
quarters. So the town councell engaded
the whole outfit, and for more than a
week a long string of dump wagons
have filled the streets in one contin-
uous procession and with the big el
evator plowing machine drawn by a
score of horses digging Into the hills
and throwing dirt at a rate which
would have reflected credit on the
Culebra cut.

The clty of Gregory is platted on
liberal lines with wide streets and
broad avenues, the seven prinecipal
atreets being each a mile long. Al-
though the streets have heretofore
been In miserable condition owing to
scarcity of funds and consequent lack
of attention, it is probable that today
no city of this size in South Dakota
can point to a better system of streets
than those of Gregory with their easy
gradients and well rounded surfaces.
Thus by doing in one short week what
other towns working in the old way
have taken years to accomplish the
live metropolls of the Rosebud has
taken one more long stride toward
her ultimate destiny as one of the
chief cities of this rapidly growing
glate,

AN HONORABLE DISCHARGE

Conditions Under Which One May be
Granted.

Lincoln Journal:® Can an honorahle
discharge be issued to a memhber of
the Nebraska national guard on ree-
ommendation of a company court of
diseipline? Can an honorable dis-
charge bear on its back a statement
showing that the holder disobeyed an

order to attend the annual encamp-
ment of the guard? These are two
questions In military law that have

come before Adjutant General Charles
F. Schwarz and Assistant Adjutant
General Ernest H. Phelps. They have
been put up to Judge Advocate Gen-
eral John C. Cowin and others learned
in military law.

Company B, Pirst regiment, sta-
tioned at Stanton, had five men whom
the officers evidently did not care to
keep on the roll, They were honor-
ably discharged, but on the back of
the documents Is an entry stating that
the holder of the discharge disobeyed
the order to attend the annual camp
held at Lincoln. This entry charges
an offense of which there Is no record
in the adjutant general's office and no
trial had. It is considered a serious
offense and the adjutant general will
probably Insist that the discharge be
changed in some particular. As this
is the first company to try to enforce
the order to attend annual camp, It Is

ence will be strickon out and the dis-
charges lssued, The disobedience re-
foerred to I8 snld to be a violatlon of
the Twenty-first article of war. To
[gsue an honorahle discharge to one
who I8 guilty of this offense I8 sald by
one authority to be giving a reward
of merit to one who Is gulity of a most
serious charge.

Another member of Company B re-
celved an honorable discharge on ree-
ommendation of a court of discipline.
The adjutant general was of the opin-
lon that there was no proviglon In the
state military law for giving a dis
charge with honor through a finding
of a court of discipline, or even upon
recommendation of company officers.
It was not clear to him how a man
could be tried by a mlilitary court for
a transgression of military law or reg-
ulatlons and be sentenced to be pun-
ished by being honorably discharged.
It Is llkely that the discharges will be
Issued minus any reference to a court
of disclpline, The officers of the com-
pany are supposed to be willing to get
rid of the men In question but they
do not llke to issue discharges without
honor. The state law provides for a
discharge for the following reasons:
Digcharge without honor on recom-
mendation of all the company officers,
an honorable discharge on application
for good reasons, for non-resldence,
and for disability.

J. €. MOREY OF PIERCE DIED IN
HIS OWN BED.

RACE WITH DEATH ACROSS STATE

Passes Away C1iy a Short Time After
He in an Uncon.
sclous Condition — Brought
Rapld City by His Son,

Plerce, Neb, Nov. 14.—Special to
The News: J. C. Morey, proprietor
of the Plerce Morey house, dled yester
day afternoon at 3:05 o'clock, not
many minutes after he had been taken
from the Bonesteel train in a dying
condition,

Mr. Morey, dying as the result of
kidney trouble and an operation in
Rapld City, 8. D., was brought across
the state by his son, H. C. Morey. As
the journey ncross Nebragka progress-
ed Mr. Morey became rapldly worse
and the only hopes were that the dy-
Ing man could reach his home town
to breathe his last with his famlily
about him.

For about a dozen years Mr. Morey
has conducted the Morey house in
Plerce and has consequently a wlde
acqualntance over the country.

His son, who was called to Rapld
Clty when the sgick man's conditlon
became critical, has a claim adjacent
to the father's near Interlor, 8. D.
The son, however, was in Plerce at
the time and Mr, Morey during his
{linesg in Rapld City did not have the
attention that he would otherwise
have had.

There have been few life tragedies
more dramatic than that of the dying
man who was hurried across the state
in order that a few last minutes might
be spent at home.

IN A RACE WITH DEATH.
Was Unconscious When He Passed
Through Norfolk.

J. €. Morey of Pierce, a dying man,
was brought through Norfolk Wednes-
day noon in a desperate effort to have
him reach his home and wife before

the summons of death came,

The race with death began at Rapid
City, 8. D., and continued across the
gtate. At Norfolk his life seemed lit-
tle more than a matter of minutes,

M. Morey, who ig the hotel propri-
etor at Plerce and who once lived In
Norfollk, wasg accompanled from Rapld
City by his son, H. C. Morey. Mr.
Morey was unconscilous when he
reached Norfolk.

Morey had been out on a homestead
near Ioterlor, 8. D. His illness came
from kldney trouble. The last few
days were spent Iin Rapid Clty. At
the hotel in Rapid City it is said that
Mr. Morey did not have the most care-
ful attention, An operation was per-
formed in Rapid City.

Morey's condition was not known
by his family until this week. His son,
H. C. Morey, left Plerce at once to
bring the father home,

The jourpey from Rapid City to
Plerce was made with Mr, Morey sink-
ing rapidly. When he reached Nor-
folk he had been unconsclous for four
hours.

The dying man received every at-
tention from the great rallroad system
that was hurrying him to his famlily
and home, At Long Pine, at Clearwa-
ter and at Norfolk physicians were
walting at the station for the traln.

When Morey was taken from the
sleeper at Norfolk the hotel man was
breathing his last., A powerful stim-
ulant, however, administered by Dr.
P. H. Salter, the Northwestern's sur-
geon, rallled the dying man's vitality
and gave hopea that he might still live
wheu Plerce was reached,

When the Dallas passenger wab
ready to leave Norfolk a place was
made for the sick man in the baggage
car where he was carried on a stretch-
er. Word was gent to Plerce to have
the train met by a Plerce physiclan.

J. C. Morey has conducted the Morey
house at Pierce for the last ten or
twelve years. As a result he {8 prob-
ably one of the best known men In
north Nebraska., Before moving to
Plerce Mr, and Mrs, Morey werae resl-
dentg of Norfolk, conducting for a
time a boarding house In this city, He
I8 Bixty-five years old.

INJUNCTION 18

DISSOLVED

Disposition of Pews Is Wholly Within
the Discretion of the Church Author
ities and Civil Authorities Have no
Right to Interfere,

Waterloo, la., Nov. 13.—Judge Raln-
ser has dissolved the temporary in-
Junetlon apgalnst Thomas B. Casey, |s-
stevd nt the Instanece of a parishioner
whose pew was harred because It was
alleged he falled to pay the last quar-
terly Installment of the Year's assoss-
ment,  The court's oplnlon makes the
chureh supreme In everything not af-
fecting the property rights of mem-
hers. Judge Rainser sald:

"By the showing now made it {8 ap-
parent that the plaintiff has no prop-

erty or contractual right In the pew
In gquestion or its8 use, The only
grounds on which the courts Inter-

fere in ecclesiastical cases Is in the
protection of property rights, They
will not interfere with any diseretion
on the part of the c¢hurch authorities
with respeet to church proceedings or
diseipline. The chureh has an abso-
lute right to determine what pew the
plaintiff may occupy, or whether the
plaintiff or any other person shall be
permitted to attend services at all,
Such matters relate wholly to church
government. ‘The right of the plain-

The state board of educational lands
and funds llstened to arguments from
the Boyd county settlers Wednesday.

The Natlonal Street Sign
company, of which Messrs, Logan and
McHride are among the promolers,
nroposes to place sireet signs on Oma-
ha street corners for the privilege of
ising o small portion of the sign post
for advertdsing purposes.

Ranchers Oppose the Herd Law.

D., Nov. 12—While the
Lyman county homestenders are push-
ing thelr petition to the county com-
missioners for a speclal election to
deoide the herd question In that coun-
ty, those opposed to a herd law are
ont with a remonstrance against the
commissioners taking any such action,
and it is eclalmed are securing some
of the names of the original petition,
As the petition must contain enough
names [0 make a majority for govern-
or al the last preceding election, it
will not be very hard to get enough
names in that county now on both the
petition and the remonstrance to fill
the requirement as there has been a
heavy Increase in population in that
county since the time of the last elec-
tion.

IT two such lists come to the com-
missioners they will probably consider
the one which most personally agrees
with thelr views, and put [t to the ones
who are turned down to take action
in court to foree their petition for-
ward, leaving the field open for a long
legal tangle before the question 18 fi-
nally disposed of. While It is only a
question of time until the homestead-
ers will win, the fight against them
can only be Intended as a time killer,
and will be used for that purpose it
used at all.

Building at Long Pine.

Long Pine, Neb,, Nov. 13.—During
the last summer the resldents of Long
Pine have seen more new buildings
completed than at any other time in
the history of the town. Twenty-five
new dwelllngs were finished within the
last five months, The brick work on
the Masonic bullding hag just been
finished, and when this bullding I8
completed it will be one of the finest
In this part of the state. The bullding
Is of cement brick, with the exception
of the front, which is of pressed brick.
The bullding is 60x60, the first floor
belng divided into two parts. The
north part will be used by the Brown
County bank and the south room by
the postoffice. The top floor s being
buflt by the Masonic lodge and will
consist of a reception room, a dining
room and a large lodge room,

The foundation for the new Meth-
adist ehureh has been finished, but the
halance of the work will probably be
postponed unill spring on account of
the disagreeable weather. When som-
pleted this will be the finest churech
this slde of Fremont. This church s
to take the place of the one wrecked
by the tornado which visited Long
Pine last July. The churech people
will spare nothing to make this a fine
plece of work for thelr house of wor
shlip.
