York bupkers, who uapparently bave
@ot reached a definite decision as o
the course they shall pursue. The
subscriptions so far recoived at the
local subtreasury seem Lo indicate
that the larger banks in this city are
temporarily withholding their offers
of purchases. The subtreasury offl-
¢lals are not cisposed to make publlc
the amount of subscriptions recelved
there during the past three days, say-
ing they are merely acting as trans-
mittlng agents for the treasury depart-
ment at Washington, to which polnt
the offers are being forwarded as fast
a8 they come |n,

The fact that the banks are holding
oft for the time being has led to the
mora or less definite report that heads
of the larger banking Institutions are
desirous of obtaining some sort of as-
surance from Washington that the
money pald out here for the purchase
of new securities will be left on de
posit io local institutions,

The currency premium varied be
tween 24 and 2%, with some transac-
tions as high as 3 per cent. With the
price of currency ruling at these fig-
ures it was sadd the bankers could not
gee thelr way c¢lear to purchase the
certificates of liebtodncu under any
other arrangemepnt than the retention
of the purchase money on depoalt in
this city. The money shipments from
New York to the interlor have besn
quite heavy recently, and the banks
here are anxious to continue this
means of assistance to the general
financial situation. The advance in the
price of currency is attributed to the
demands from the intérlor for payroll
purposes,

virtually destroying the influence of
organlzed labor,” The paper, Presi-
dent Gompers sald, was to purport to
have been slgned when he (Gompers)
was Il in 1895. This paper, Mr.
Gompers sald, he had preserved and
while deathlike stillness prevalled in
the couventlon, President Gompers
drew forth the origioal document
and read it. Mr, Gompers, during his
recital of the alleged attempt at brib-
ery, ocalled upon different delegates
present who were with him at the
time of the lnterviews with Branden-
burg to verify his statements. This
the delegates, rising in thelr seats, did.

At the close of Presldent Gompers'
gpeech there was a great demonstra-
tion, even Victor L. Berger of Milwau-
kee, the Boclallstle opponent of Mr.
Gompers, declaring that although he
had at convention after conventlon
bitterly opposed the re-election of
President Gompers, he will be the one
this year to move to make his election
unanimous, with a vote of confldence,
not only to President Gompers, but
also to the other officials of the Amer-
lean Federation of Labor.

“This," declared Mr. Berger, "ls the
answer of the Socialists to the manu-
faoturers’ assoclation."
