The principal feature of
the meeting wag u synopsis of the his-
tory of the lodge given by the
tary, August Brummund,
a grand trustee and throngh whose ef:
forts Germania lodge was first orga-
nized.  Reminiscences of the early
meetings amd of picnies, dances and
trangactions were indulged In by ehar-
ter members and the names of those
members who had passed from earth
were read while members stood up
with heads bowed, Refreshments
were gerved and a quartet furnished
music,

Germania lodge is the mother lodge
In the state of Nebraska. It was or
ganized April 20, 1895, having for its
charter members the thirty-six mem-
bers of the Treu-Bund, an organiza-
tion started in Nebraska, lowa and
Minnesota, which, falling to succeed,
gave place to the Sons of Herman,
who took over its membership in Nor-
folk. Today there are forty-seven
lodges in the state and Germania lodge
is one of the most flourishing. The
order, which is world-wide and is of
German origin, was first instituted in
the United States at Brooklyn in 1840,
There is a national grand lodge and
a state grand lodge for every state,
for the order has spread all over the
U'nited States. It is a benefielary or-
ganization, paying sick and funeral
benefits as well as life insurance.
BEach state manages its own funds and
the Nebraska branch of the order has
a surplus of $30,000 in its treasury.
It accepts only members who can
speak and read the German language,
for Its rules prescribe that, “Alle Ver-
handlungen un Orden muessen in Dent.
scher sprache und schrift gefuchrt wer-
den, und kann diese Bestimmung nie
eine Abaenderung erlelden.”

Prominent among the cases In the
Norfolk disirlet of the federal court
which are being prepared for teinl Is
the Boyd county road case, iln which
J. C. Balker of Council Bluffs, [a., has
made sixteen Boyd county cltizens de-
fendents In an  Injunction action
against using any part of his Boyd
county farm as a public highway.

The Baker farm consists of 240
acres of land north of Lynch. Baker
clalms that his fences have been cut
and teams and cattle driven across
his land. He seeks to have a federal
Injunction directed against the defend-
ents, among whom he places Boyd
county, to prevent the destruction of
his fences or the ereation of a highway

In their answer to this suit the Bovd

county cl'izens have gone into the
federal court In Norfolk, contending
that a pullie road across the Baker

farm really exists in point of law. This
highway, leading into  Lyneh  they
clalm, was legally established while
the Baker farm was still public land.
It {5 contended that Baker having only
owned the land for some elght years
cannot claim the rondway by reason
of adverse possession because pre
sumably adverse possession does not
run against the government. They
maintain, in their answer, that when
the Iand in question was purchased
from the government the land was
taken subject to the easment for high-
way purposes before granted,

Injunction Procee 'Ings—One of the !
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CONGRESSMAN BOYD HAS DRAFT-
ED A NEW MEASURE.

HE LEAVES NOV, 26 FOR THE EAST

Congressman J. F, Boyd WIll Start
to Washington to Serve His First
Term One Week From Next Tues-
day—Has Drafted a New Bill.

Congressman J. F. Boyvd of the Third |
distriet of Nebraska will leave a week
from next Tuesday, Nov, 24, for Wash-
ington to begin his first term as repre-
sentative In the national lezislature.
With him he will take to Washington
a bill that he has already framed pro-
viding for a government gnarantee to
depositors in national hanks, insuring
all national bank deposliors that, no
mutier what happens, their deposits
will be safe

The hbill as
that when a national
rgovernment shall

drafted contemplates
bank fails the
appoint a receiver
as now ani the depositors will imme-
diately  thercafter, or within ninety
days, file elaims with the treasury de-
partment as to the amount of deposit.
This elaim, approved by the receiver,
will be paid in full by the government
s that the depositor in a very short
time will realize 100 percent on his
deposits, The treasury department, to
reimburse itself for this loss, would
then, under the provisions of the bill,
levy an assessment against the depos-
its of all pational hanks. Under the
business transacted during the year
preceding  September 30, this levy
upon solvent national hanks wonld
have amounted to one-fortieth of one
percent of deposits,

In this way, each bank would prae-
tically be protecied by mutnal bank
insurance, with the government hand-
ling the matter. Congressman Boyd
thinks such a plan would Inerease
bank deposits twenty-five percent.
