Dr. James L. Greene Is
superintendent of the eastern hospital
for the insane at Kankakee, 111, and
Dr. H. Douglas Singer is in charge of
i scientific research department of
that Institution,

Terrible tnles of eruelty and murder
have been repeated back and forth
coneerning many of the Illinois Insti
tutions and it now appears that a com
plete Investigatlion of them all may he
made. The Chiengo Tribune, eclting

he aired by a general Investigation,”
speaks of the Kankakee institution,
with Dr, Greene as superintendent.

Laesile AL Shaw who [ to fetlre [rom
his  ga6.000 positlon as  president of

the Carnegle Trost company on Mareh
1, next, will devote his entire energies
toward capturing the republican nom-
Inition for the presideney of the Unit-
il Btates,

Colneldent with the news of his re-
tirement from the trust company it
beeame known today that the former
seeretary of the treasury had estab.
lished  politienl headquarters at 111
Brondway ond was devoting a great
part of his time (o his political am-
bitiong and plans,

It was, In faect, his untiring zeal in
the last few months toward obtalning
delegates that brought about a crisis

it his relatlons with the Carnegle
Trust company. His fellow directors
intimated to him that they belleved

his chanees of obtaining the nominn-
tlon were slm

He peplied that he expeeted to ob-
taln the delegates of two states, in-
clnding lowa, and that in his judg-
ment Mr. Tatt would never obtain the
nomination,

Mr. Shaw argued with his directors
that when convention thme arrived sen-
timent In the country would he dead
neainst an outgoing president naming
his suecessor.,  Such a poliey, he held
would e more dangerons than the
thivd tevm possibilities, The directors
were also informed that Gov. Hughes
would never win, in Mr, Shaw's judg-
ment because In a campaign for the
presidency one has to go ont and work
hard o obtain delegates,  NMr. Shaw
algo belleved he had fewer enemles
than Cannon, Falrbanks and Foraker.

Mr. Shaw is wrlting a book, which
Is to be published soon, to further his
presidential ambition. Ineidentally it
tiscusses reform in currency and the
treasury,

Mr. Shaw said today that he had
not yet resigned the presidency  of
the Carnegie Trust company, although
he is likely to do so on Mareh 1,

“Mr. Shaw,” said Mr. Dickinson last
night, “wanted to be president of the
United States. It was either a case
of being president of the Carnegie
Trust company or president of the
United States. He thinks that he ecan
win the nomination. His political
theory is this: that Roosevelt nomi

nees ean ocarry it oa comparatively
few states in the republican convens

Omaha Bee
Young of the

Superintendent G A.
Nebraska Hospital for
the Insane at Norfolk, defended his
Institution agningt  the  eharge of
crielty Intimated by President Joseph
Reusing of the Conference of Charities
and Corrections, before the Tuesday
morning sessjon,

The president of the assoclation sald
Monday that the cose of a German in-
mate had been brought to his attention
and that it was charged that the Ger-
man was mistreated, He sald he pro-
posed to make nn investigation and a
vellow newspaper made a sensational
story of the intlmation, casting reflee-
tions on the hospltal at Norfolk.

“This muan, Joseph Holdobler, of
whom President Reusing #poke, has
had nothing but the kindest treat-
ment,” sald Dr. Young, “His partle-
uliar malady is that he lives In econ-
stant fear that his supposed enemies

are going to destroy him and his prop-

erty.  The delusion has worked on
his mind and he bLelieves he I8 the
most pervsecuted man in the world,
while his conversation and  letters

which he writes
vineing sanity to
know the man.

“There is no doubt In my mind that
It Mr. Holdobler was given his liberty
the result would be that a murder
would be committed some day, and he
might injure a number of people, labor-
ing as he does, under the idea that
enemies are seeking to destroy him.”

Superintendent  Young  urged the
need of a nurse home at all hospitals
for the insane, where the nurses could
live In comfort and whiech would en-
able the state to secure and keep com-
petent help.

Omaha World-Herald: Concluding
an interesting address concerning “A
Forward Step in the Treatment of the
Insane,” Dr. Young, superintendent of
the Nebraska hospital for the insane
at Norfolk, at vesterdays mornlng's
session of the Nehraska conference on
charities and corrections spoke of the
case of the educated German at the
hospital, to which reference was made
Monday by Rev, Joseph Reusing, the
president, In his address. The pur-
pose of Father Ruesing in spealking of
the widely cirenlated and alleged 11
treatment of the patient, in whieh the
German government Is Interesting it
self, was to show the advisabllity of
i state board of charities and correcs
tion, to officlally investigate such
charges, and to remedy the condition
of the hospital if found true, or to em-
phatically deny ‘them and put them to
rest, Il untroe,

Patient Is a Paranolac.

The patient in  this oplsode, Dr,
Young stated, is a paranolac—or one
possessed of all of his normal faculties
and to the cdasual observer a man who
should be free—but yet who has the
bellel that some person or persons
are contipually plotting to  destroy
him or hig property; a condition that
eventually leads to homiecide. Such
wis Booth, who killed Lincoln: and
Czolgolz, who killed McKinley, in Dr.
Young's opinion.

“This patlent is continually writing
to friends and publle officials, and the
German consul, and every one else
whose name occurs to his mind,"” said
Dr. Young. “Always with the same
story that he is unjustly confined and
stating or intimating that a plot exlsts
agalnst him. Some time ago the ed-
itor of & German paper In which was
published some of the patient’s poetry
complained to me and I offered to pa-
role the patient to him, providing that
he would be responsible for the man's
actions,  He wrote to the governor at
the sume time and 1 informed the gov-
ernor fully of the cireumstances and
of what 1 had done,

Mres, Dore B Badenz, onee connect
ed with The News, has written thig
letter to The News from her home in
Martinsville, Ind. ;

Martinsville, Iyl Jan. 17 —Imagine
my surprise when  the  Wednesday
edition of The Norfolk News was open-
ed at noon today and 1 read the story
of Hugh Meacham, the deserting sol-
dier,

His home is in Terre Haute and
from June to October of 1907 he and
his brother were prisoners in the
county jail here. They were arrested
for breaking into u rallroad ecar and
steallng goods from it, They pleaded
guilty, as It was their first offense,
amd Judge Joseph Wililams, of the cir-
cnit court paroled them, Placing them
under the ecare of the ehief of police
of Terre Haute,

Hugh is not of sonnd mind but per.
fectly harmless, He has a falr eduo-
cation and is a close observer, His

manners are gs cultured as many col-
lege men and the daintiness  with
which he uses a needle in embroidery,
hem-stitehing and drawn work of the
most intricate patterns is marvelous,

The sheriff's wife told me  about
him and 1 went to see him several
times taking him material for faney
work, floss and linen  thread, He

hem-stitelied me some handkerchiefs
and sold the doilles he made from the

linen that was left,  He could dress
dolls o perfection and made ehlld-
ren's eclothing heautifully, 1 told his

story to Juwige Willlams and he went
1o the jail and talked to him being oon

vinced that the hoy needed special
care and not the dradgery of prison

life, I know that he will be sorry to
hear of his sad plight and will, I think
use his influence to have him muster-
ed out and put in some industrial in-
stitution,

I will write to him at his home in
Spencer and urge him to write to the
commanding officer at Fort Crook.

How strange it [s that the boy
should wander into Norfolk and that
I should know something that will pos-
sibly prevent him from being sent to
Fort Aleatraz, San Francigeco, or some
other of those dreadful army prisons,
