Three Stages In a Boy's Life.

There are three distinet stages in
a hoy's life:  The first six yvears, when
he has opportunity without freedom;
the next six years, when he has free-
dom with strings tied to it; and the
next six vears, when he is belng
trained for freedom in the world with-
ont resteietion,

During the first slx vears a boy
altogether under his mother's eare
he learns during this period that when
he whines, he will get what he wants;
that when he yells, his mother will
carry him;: that when he sercams, his
father will earry him; and that when
he holds his breath, the whole family
will rush to his assistance, the hoy,
according to Mr. Winship, has n ticket

Dnring the second six vears the boy
Is given an increasing number of lib-
ertles, with alwayvs some restrietions.
During this period he should bie rea-
soned with, not scolded impatiently
upon slightest provocation. He should
learn to know that when he makes a
mistake, his father is the one person
in the world to talk things over with,
He must not be foreed into lying
nbont his mistakes,

Boys Must Be Respected.

Every boy, to be made the most of,
must be respected. By the age of
twelve he must known as a man,
He must be respected by men. He
must not be ealled habhy names. Noth-
ing does he detest more than this,

No man who ever respected hoys,
has oceasion complain that boys
fail 1o respeet their elders. Men who
bhoys, their n|1lulm1~ thelr
muanhood, never complain of the boys.

IT a father wants to drive his hoy
away from him, he merely wantg to
turn loose a flow of Impatient scolding
whenever he happens to feel like it,
without any regard to the feelings of
the bhov, SBome fathers will seold and
gtorm ferociously one moment and a
half hour later hand the hoy a half
dollar to go tobaceo with. That
father when the boy
Erows up, why the son leaves home
and hates his father more than any
other man on earth.

Fathers should study
companions  with their boys, They
should always give the boys a chance
to argne on things they want to do.
When a boy wants to do a certam
thing, the father should sit down and
talkk it over calmly and deliberately,
glving consideration to the boy's
points. If he wants his boy to hate
him, he should stamp his foot, order
the boy to be silent, because “l've
seen a good deal more of the world
than you have, and [ know," or “When
I was fourteen [ never did those
things, and it's strange that you
should have to. No. Now don't both-
er me with that again."”

This country has only had two great
presidents, They were Washington
and Lincoln. Washington knew Jef-
ferson was his Dbitterest enemy on
earth, but appointed him secretary of
state. Lincoln knew Seward to be far
from his friend, but appointed him
secretary of state.
