It is Probable That School May be
Held In the New Bullding a Week
From Monday--Moving Will be Done
Between Friday and Monday.
Norfoll new $40.000 high school

bullding s vietaally completed The

contractor declares that only three or
fonr more duys work will be rn-qu::-ll

o complete the bullding It Is pos

sible that school may be held In the

new buliding a week from next Mon
day

Contractor Valin, o fact, told the
hourd that the high school could bhe
moved from the Oloey bullding St
urday and BSunday so that school
tould start In the new structure next
Monday morning. But the school
hoard wlll not occupy the new bulld-
ing until it has been finally accepted
by their architeet, John Latenser of
Omaha, and the business relations be-
tween the school distriet and the con-
tractor brought to the final adjust
ment

Mr. Latenser will be called from
Omaha as soon as the contractor an-
nounces the completion of the build-
ing.

Cor.ractor Valin has fallen about
ninety days short of completing the
bullding within the contract time. His
contract calls for a forfeit for each
day’s delay heyond January 15, 1908,
