son It was found he was a stranger
here, having arrived on Sunday from
Atkinson, Neb. In his pocket was a
letter he had written to his brother
at Atkinson, and from It his real name
was learned, It being Ray Parnell,

It seoms the dead man left here on
Monday In company with Dan Daley
and James Jordan, Intending to go out
and gee John H. Davis, who works
for W. H. Bongell, and whom he was
nequalnted with, As he got no farther
than the place where he was found
dead, futire evidence must be made
to tell why,

Deputy Sherlff Barber went out and
arrested Dan Daley, but Jordan ¢conld
not be found, and we understand
Dunley says Jordan  committed the
wurder, At the [ugquest held this
morning Daley was not allowed to
testify, but was taken to Douglas nnd
put o jall, pending the capture of
Jordan, who will no doubt be caught
shortly as officers are on his trall and
the sheriffs of the surrounding coun-
tlos have been notifted to be on the
looKkout for him.

Just a day prior to the finding of
the dend man, word was sent In here
that James Lane, a one-armed man,
herding for Lae Miller, had been found
in a pasture north of here in an un-
consclous condition. He was brought
in and had a large sealp wound on
his head, a part of his left ear was
torn away and he was otherwlse sear-
red mnd bruised, At the inguest held
today he stated that Daley, Jordan
and Parpell ecame to his camp and
after a couple rounds of drinks from
a bottle, he knows nothing further,
not even knowing how he got hurt nor
how the man got killed.

G. C. Parnell, a brother of the mur-
dered man, arrived from Atkinson,
and will take his brother's remains
bhome for burial. The sympathy of
the community goes out to him and
all his relatives in this sad and awful
taking away of his brother.

Let the _N};apaperlnknow.
Lincoln Star: Lincoln Steffens says
in the July American magazine

that the first thing the victim of a
robbery should do Is to telephone to

the newspapers, rather than to the
police. Here is his advice on this
question, which at some time or other
may be of importance to everyone:

“The police everywhere warn clti-
zens not to let anybody but the police
know of such troubles. They say that
If the newspapers get hold of the
news they will publish it; this will
frighten away the thieves und prevent
the police from recovering the stolen
property. This Is only a police trick
to avold criticism, They glve to the
press all thelr successes; they sup-
press their fallures, and thus keep
up the appearance of eflicient service,
As a4 matter of fact, the first thing
the vietim of a robbery should do Is
to telephone to the newspapers—all
of them. That would soon show what
a small proportion of the reported
cases o detective bureau like that of
New York detects and—it will make
the police work on your case,

Mr. Steffens has the right idea, and
without casting reflection upon the
police department of Lincoln, the ad-
viee will apply as well to this city
as to New York. Publicity does not
prevent  the police from catching
thleves, and it does frequently work
toward the preveution of other erimes,
The notlon that eriminals do not be-
come frightened until after the news-
papers have told about their deeds
is an absurdity that exists in almost
all of the police departments of this
country,

TELEPHONE IN TRAIN SERVICE

Railroad Man Declares Experiments
Soon to Be Made In the West.
Lincoln Journal:  Experiments in

the use of telephones for directing
the movements of trains to the exclus-
lon of the telegraph are about to he
made in the west, pecording to a Lin-
coln man. He deelares that the Burs
lington, Northwestern and Rock s
land roads are now preparing to carry
on experiments along this lne, hy
which trains on certain divisons of
the road are to be handled by tele.
phone exclusively for a certain per-
lod that results may be obtalned and
uoted,

It has heen hinted recently that the
Lincoln division of the Burlingion or
some busy part of it, Is to be dlsg-
patehed by telephone for a perlod, but
official announcements of this intent-
lon are lacking, Discussing this mat-
ter, however, a rallroad man says:

“The Burlington could handle the
Ereater part of [ts maln line system
without telegraph now without ger-
lous Inconvenlence, Should a strike
occur to put the traln digpatehers who
use the Morse out of business, the
telephones that now reach over the
main lines in all directions would he
brought into use, orders would bhe
transmitted by telephone and tralns
woulld move with astonlshing regular-
ity. It may need such an emergeney
to prove the value of the telephone In
dispatching trains.”

Not a great while agon Manager
Frank Walters of the Northwestern
lines west of the piver, in addressing
the rallway eommlission, sald it would
not be a great while before the North-
western would be using the telephone
for train dispatehing.

Rallroad men declare that the use
of the telephone must be systema-
tized and tried out in the actual ser-
vice before Its service becomes gener-
al.  The system of traln dispatching
by telegraph is the outgrowth of much
experience, and such experlence to
show the limitations of the telephone
s needed.

Frank Cantlin, a former brakeman
on the Union Paecifie, Is dead at North
Bend Less than three months ago
