2ach Indinn knows what 1s his par
tleular plece of land, but he eanpot
soll or lease without the econsent of
the government given throueh the Ine
dian superintendent on the reserva
tion The only exception to this rule
I8 what are known as “helrship” lands,
where the orlginal holder of the allot
ment has dled and upon order of the
county Judge the land may sold
for the benefit of the helrs

The theory of the government In
thus holding the lands of these Neo
hraska Indians Is that they are not

vet develtiped far enough In the com:
merctdl way to qualify them for the
complete custody of thelr own prop
orty, Like children they must be kept
in wardshlp to  proteet them from
shrewd white men who would get
thelr lands for a trifle and leave the
Indlan without meang of sulisistence
When the present (reatles  explre
without some new actlon on the part
of the government the Indlan will have
clear title o his land and may part
