Besldes eorn, other
grilos amd farm products will  be
shown, One of the novelties will he
a model farm yvard, ineluding a farm
honse, orchard, barns and corn eribs,
all arranged with the idea of con-
vinienee in relution to each  other.
Thig farm scene will be constructed
by stndents of the state agrieultural
schonl,

The farm honse will have o model
kitehen, whieh will be of Interest to
farmers wives, This will be arranged
by the domestie sclenee department
[ the state agriealtural school.

A third attractive feature will be
noving pietures of agricultural field
seenes, showing stacking of  hay,
throshing of grain and the like, which
were tuken for the purpose of this
exhilit,

A Tourth will be a relief map of
Neheaskn, showing the different chay-
weters of soils In the state,

Mr., Pagsley urged farmers to at-
teng) the Omaha exhibit for its educa-
fonea ) value, andd suggesied that local
farmoers Inoa body make a county ex-
qaihit, nlsn the formation of clubs of
five 1o make collective exhibita, J. W,
Tones, in charge of the Omaha ox-
bl will furnish parties applying to
him for information on this matter.
