A MEERSCHAUM PIPE.

It Requires Careful Smoeking te Celer
It Properly,

Ordinarily a meerschaum pipe Is
bolled for coloring Iln & preparation of
wax, which Is absorbed and a thin
conting of wax 18 held on the surface
of the plpe and made to tnke n high
polish, Under the wax Is retalned the
oll of tobneco, which 1s absorbed by
the plpe, and Its hoe grows darker In
proportion to the tobacco used, A
meerschinum plpe at first sbhould be
smoked very slowly, and before n sec-
ond bowlful is lghted the plpe should
cool off, This 15 to keep the wnx as
far up the bowl nas possible, and
rapld smoking will overheat, driving
i vax off and leaving the pipe dry
ana rmw.

A new plpe should never be smoked
outdoors In extremely coll wenther

LID ON AT BONESTEEL

Texi of the Proclamation lssued by
Mayor Lintecum.

Following is the text of the procin-
mation Issued by Mayor Lintecum at
Bonesteel, clapping down the lid:

To John Blggine, Chief of Polles of
Bonesteol—Sir: By reason of the
power vested In, and the duties fm-
posed upon me ax mayor of Donesteel,
I herewith issue the following orders
and instructions, which shall govern
you In the dischnrge of your dutles as
chief of pollce,

(1) It shall be your duty to look after
the pumps of the snid city and the en-
gines, and keop same In good condl-
tion, and water pumped at all times
to supply the needs of the sadd city for
both domestlc use and fire purpokes,
and if at any time you are unable to
furnish such sald supply of water, It
ghall be your duty to notify me that
| gome remedy may be provided.
| 2y It shall be your duty to look
jafter your general police duties on the
street when not engaged at the pump
stations,

(30 It shall be your duty to ring
:hv curfew bell at 9 o'clock each even-
nu.

(4)  You are hereby ordered to see
that all saloons are closed promptly at
the hour of 11 Saturday night until
the hour of five the following Monday
morning.

(% You are further ordered to seo
tint both front and back doors of all
snloons in Bonesteel are kept closed
during the hours above mentioned, and
that no liguors of any kind are sold or
given away in any of the saloong of
Bonesteel in violation of the statutes
of the state of South Dakota.

(6) You are also ordered to enforce
the law against gambling in all saloons
or adjoining rooms thereto, or in any
other rooms within the corporate lm-
Its of the said city.

(7)) You are ordered to see that no
blinds are placed over windows or
doors of any saloons, and lamp is kept
burning in each saloon as required by
lawsa of the state,

(8) You are hereby ordered at once
to remove all houses of |l fame,
whether conducted as public houses or
as private rooms, and to see that no
such place is kept in oparation now
or be In operation while holding the
office of chief of police.

(8)  You are further ordered to
treat all violators of tho law on an
equality, as one offender Is as gullty
as another In the slght of the law,

(10) 1 have Issued the above orders
under the laws of the city and state
and shall expect your hearty co-opera-
tion in the enforcement of the law.
A copy of these orders will be submit-
ted to the city council at the next
regular meeting, with my request that
they approve the same and a recorded
vote of all members present.
