“That on the morning of July 3,
1909, 1 resched the Jomes W. Christio
resldence near Rudolph, Brown county,
Houth Dakota, at 340 in the morning;
that 1 held up J. W, Christlie, Then
the hoy, Michael Ronayne, appeared in
thie burn and I shot hilm,. Then I shot
the pald Christle, Then Mra, Christle
appeared at the doorway of the resl-
fdence and sereamed. Then T shot her,
She walked Into the kitehen and while
she wus seroaming I shot her apain,
Then Mildred Chrlstle  appenred  in
Lthe middle room and attackea me, 1
tore her clothes, Then she sald: *Yoo
many aw well kil me, for the rest of
them are dead.'

“T took $13 fu $1 and £2 bills and a
pold wateh from J. W, Christie's body
at the bharn, Mildred Chrlstle gave me
some small change before I ghot her,
Then 1 took some plns and Jjewelry
and the threabladed knife. | walked
to Mellette and hid the two guns, a
Alcallber and o 38-caliber, in a flald
near Melletis,

“I hit the boy, Ronayne, with a
hammer, but shot J. W. Christie twice.

“I did not Intend to kil all these
people untll the Ronayne boy ap-
peared.

“I glept In the manger of the Chris-
tle barn during the latter part of the
night before killing the people. The
dog did not bother me until morning,
Then he barked and Mr. Christie dis-
covered me and [ put a gun In his
face. Then [ shot the boy and J. W.
Christie, respectively, In quick succes-
slon,

“I make this statement as the truth
and the exact truth concerning the
death of James W. Christle, his wife,
his daughter and Michael Ronayne.

“I thought Christie had more money,

“The foregolng aMdavit has been
read by me and {ts contents are fully
known and understood by me. Emil
W. Vietor.”

NATURE AS A CHEMIST.

Feate Which the Highest Exactitude
of Bceience Cmnnot Rival.

The bursting leaves of springtime
Hllustrate nature as & chemist who
porforma feats which the highest ex-
actitude of sclence cannot hope to rl-
val. In a leaf the llving matter is his
chemist, and the cell {s his laboratory.
By daylight the leaf chemlst Ia ab-
sorblng the carbonle acld gas and
I8 decomposing this gas into its com-
penent elements—carbon and oxygen.
The carbon It {8 retaining as part of
the plant's food to enter Into combina-
tion with water, and the oxygen {t
fets free Into the atmosphere. By
nlght this process ceases, for light is
an essential featurs In the operatlon,

Out of the carbon nnd the water the
leaf chemist will elaborate the sugars
and starches which the plant world
affords. As sugnr the products will
pass from the leaf to be stored up, as
in the case of the potato, for example,
#o a8 to afford a storehouse of food
whereon the plant may draw for its
sustenance and for the development of
Its leaves nand flowers when ocecaslon
comes. All the vegetable essences and
aclds, the scents and gums, the julces
which yleld india rubber, the flavoring
of frults and even the color of the
flowers are similarly the products of a
constructive chemistry which beats
man's best efforts to lmitate. Man fol-
lows nature, but at a distance.—Chi-
oo Trihnne

Young Turks Party's Effert to Bring
Abeut Popular Rule.

Turkey, which was recently the
acene of an uprising ngalost the Young
Turks party, Is at the begiuning of hee!
first serlons attempt at popular gov-|
ernment, A ronstitutlon was granted
the country July 24, 1508, by the uu:.i
tnn, under the terms of which elee
tlona for n purlinment were held, The
new leglalnture was lnnugurnted Dec |
17.  Bluee then the emplre has beer

under constitntionnl administration

The hand of the sultan was forced
and he was obliged to glyve the country
. constitution, by the Young Turks,
who had been particularly netlve un
der the lendership of the committes of
unlon and progress sinee 1005, The
co-operation of the krmy was obtalned
by menns of a successfol seoret propo-
gandn, and hnd not the sultan given
wiay when bhe did two urmy
would have marched on Constanting
ple

The granting of the constitution was
followed by the dismissal or Mlght o
viirlous members of the paloee faction
and the Installation of officials dictated
by the successful Insurgents.  Slned
the first days of Its success the cours
of the commlittee of unlon and prog
ress has heen dletatorinl, and the po
ltienl netlvitles of the Young Turks,
partleulurly in the direction of admin
fstrative control, have aronsed a cont
ter politienl sentlment which has crys
talllzed the opposition of the Liberals,

The present grand vizier of Turkey
I8 Iihmi PPasha, who was appolnted
Feb. 14 In suecession to Kinmll 'asha
Hllml I'ashn was formerly minlster of
the interlor and before that served as
inspector generinl of Macedonln, A
Rlza Pasha is Hilm! Pasha's minister
of war, He holds also the murine
portfollo and s grand master of artil
lery. These and the other changes Ir
the eabiuet which took place in Feb
ruary showed the control by the
Young Turks party, which virtually
Imposed on the sultan & minlstry of its
OwWn nominees,

The Young Turks on Feb. 14 publie
1y repudiated any Intentlon to over
throw the siltan or to Install a mil
tary dlctatorship, but the crisis and Its
ontcome were then regarded as nof
promising well for the stabllity of the
throne or the success of the parlla
mentary government, The committee
of unlon and progress consistently op
posed Klamll Pasha, Hilinl Pasha’s
predecessor. It suspected him of be
ing too consldernte of palace influ
ences and complalned of his slowness
in conducting the negotlations with
Austrin-Hungary and Bulgaria.

The Young Turks have fnllen fu the
estimation of many Turks In the TUnit
ed States, and the present movement
s looked upon as quietly presaging the
overthrow of that dietatorinl party. It
is declared that despotism exists Ip
Constantinople under the new order as
great, If not greater, than ever hefore,

The feeling wns expressed by N
Mokarzel, oditor of the Al Hoda, a
dally newspaper of New York!

Dr. Franklin hlmself in one of the
last numbers of the almanae gnthered
together all the best sayings of Poor
Richard, which for twenty-five yenrs
bad amused and editied the country
These sayings are In constant use ot
this day. For example, “Early to bed
and early to rise makes a man healthy
wealthy and wise;” “Drive thy bus!
ness—let it not drive thee;” “Help
bands, for I have no lands;" “No galns
without pains;” “Coustant dropping
wears away stones;” “Three removes
are as bad as a fire;" “He that by the
plow would thrive must himself eb
ther hold or drive;” *“A fat kitchen
makes a lean will;" “Experience keeps
a dear school, but fools will learn in
no other.” It was such homely max-
ims as these Inserted In all the little
gaps of the almanac that made it so
popular. Franklin sald he gsometimes
gold 10,000 coples In a year, & wonder
ful sale for that day. The first numbher
of Poor Richard's Almanac appeared
in 1782,
