THE SECOND BOAT GOES OVER

NOT YET TO JAIL

After Capsizing and Then Righting It-
self, It Was Seen That But One Man
Was Left in the Boat—Now Search-
ing for the Lost Bodies.

EFFORT OF GOVERNMENT TO JAIL
HIM NOT SUCCESSFUL.

Yarmouth, N. 8., Oct. 28.—Along the T
Nova Scotia coast of the bay of Fundy
little groups of fishermen and others
kept a vigilant watch today for bodies
from the steamer Hestla, wrecked
across the bay on the ledges off Grand
Manan island. There was little hope,
that any additional living
survivors would be picked up,

The bodies of four victims had been
cast ashore In two life boats by wind
and tide when the search was resumed
today. In a boat which was picked up
at Pembroke near here yesterday there
were three bodfes, presumed to be
those of First Engineer P. F. Munn,
and two seamen, It had previously
been reported that the boat contained
but twao.

The body in a boat found at Salmon
river, on the shore, was apparently
that of Theodore Reid, a Scotch lad
who was a passenger on the Hestia.
As far as can be learned only two life
boats left®the Hestia, one of which
flonted off with a single occupant and
the other containing Captain Newman
and twenty-seven other persons. For-
ty-one persons are known to have been
on the Hestia when she struck on the
ledges, and as six of these were res-

cued, the missing number is thirty-
five.
