Wethersfield, Conn,, Dec, 17—In the
dark state prison here a bent septuage-
narian is waiting, quivering with hope,
for what the next few days may bring
him. Next Tuesday he will know
whether he will leave the prison a free
man, in answer to the eloquence of
ex-Governor McLean. who pleaded for
him, or whether he will again take up
the burden of dull, hopeless days, such
as he has known for the last half cen-
tury.

The old man Is John Warren, for
fifty years known as Conviet No. 1,
Governor MeLean's plen was only the
echo of the sentiments of many people
of Connecticut, who want to let the
old man go free to spend the few
years left him in freedom.

McKay Held Without Bail.

Neligh, Neb,, Dec. 18.—Special to
The News: The preliminary exami-
nation of Joe McKay, wno is charged
with the murder of A. G. Brown of
Brunswick, on the morning of Decem-
ber 7, was held yesterday afternoon
before Justice McAllister in the Ante-
lope county court house.

After all the evidence had been sub-
mitted the court promptly bound the
prisoner over to the next term of the
district court without ball. The next
regular term will be called the second
week in February.

But he
refused every offer of medical assist-
ance, because he said he felt the pow-
er of prayers, offered up hundreds of
miles away, working a cure of his
frozen face.

With his eyes almost closed, his
face swollen and one ear withered
from the blasts of a Nebraska blizzard,
Mr. Apple left a Missourl Pacific train
from Omaha this morning. He sat
three hours in the depot, walting for
a train for Winfield.

Some one cried "smallpox" as he
came in the door. The crowd drew
away from him as if from a scourge.
Then he told his story.

He had been traveling in Nebraska
for the Peerless Steam Washer com-
pany of Chicago, With the thermom-
eter 15 degrees below zero, his face
was frozen last Tuesday while he was
walking from a depot to a hotel. Yet
his faith in christian sclence remained
true. A doctor he would not see and
when sympathizing friends tried to
make him go to a hospital here he
would reply in a volce choking in
agony:

“My faith will make me whole,
Bring no doctors for me, I do not be-
lieve in them, There is only one sure
cure, faith and science, My belief will
make me whole,

“The body can freeze, my face is
frozen, but 1 can feel the prayers of
my healers working a cure now. Those
prayers are belng made hundreds of
miles away, but I feel their strength
and help here, right here in this de-
pot.”

The depot authorities tried a physi-
clan, but he refused absolutely. He
was 80 weak from pnin that he had to
be helped on a Santa Fe train to Win-
field. His wife, who lives there, is a
christian science healer and is prnying|
for him as is a healer in Chadron, Neb.

How God Works In Us to Will.

The will 1s the real person or ego,
The body I8 merely responsible as the
ngent or servant of the will,  With
the world the will and the body are
nsually at one—sympathetically co-op-
erative, Bot in those hegotten of God's
Spirit as bis children matters are dif-
ferent.  Thelr wills by consecration
are developed along lnes quite antag-
onistiec to the naturnl preferences of
their flesh, so that the Apostle wrote,
“With the mind 1 myself sgerve (or
desire to gerver the Law of God, but
with the Hesh 1 serve (or desire to!
server the jaw of sin” (Romans vil,
200, Hence every spirit-begotten per-
gon has a warfare between his new
mind, with Its holy aspirations and dJde-
sires and its opponent tlesh with its

anlmal propensities, some good and
some bad,  Hence the Apostle exhorts
all these New Creatures to “war n

good warfare” agninst their own flesh
and to bring it into subjection to the
New Mind and to the Divine Law,
He urges that we “Bring every thought
into captivity to the obedience of
Christ” (11 Corinthians x, H. ‘I'bis, of
course, would mean absolute perfec-
tion, so far ns the New Creature would
be concerned and a complete deadness
s0 far as the flesh is concerned. With
every thought eaptivated to the Lord
the individual would wpever in any
gense commit sly other than the £in
of ignorance or fmperfection,

God works in the minds of his peo-
ple not along the lines of enslavement
of the mind after the maoner of Satan
and those who are subjeet to his de-
lusions—by hypnotism, ete.  God's op-
eration Is the very reverse of this, He
enlightens the mind to do his work. Ie
digplays to our minds gradually light
and Truth, purity and goodness in their
true colors, in contrast with sin, lg-
nornnce and defilement,  And In the
sime words he sets before us the great
prize of glory, honor and fmmortality
and joint-heirship with our Redeemer
in his Kingdom. The power of these
hopes working in a congecrated mind s
wonderful, It can muke the naturally
wenk sirong, the naturally timid bold
as a llon,

This operation upon the mind is a
gradunl one from the time of our be-
getting of the holy 8pirit until our
change—not all at once, but gradually,

little by little, the Lord displays to us |-

one feature after another of his won-
orful Plan of salvation.  Step by step
he shows to the appreciative and obedi-
ent heart the riches of his grace, his
loving kindness, his tender mercy, the
houndlessness of his love and the uvlti-
mute outworking of his Divine powers
for the blessing of all of his ecreatures
who will nccept his favors on his own
terms, All the while he leaves us free
agents to will in harmony with his
proposition or to reject it, He will
coerce no one,  Our Lord Jesus ex-
pressed the Father's sentiment in this
mntter, sayiog, “The Father seeketh
such to worship him as worship him in
spirit nnd in trath™ Glohn Iy, 2.

How God Works In Us to Do.

Endeavor to do right nnturally fol-
lows right willing., But this does not
slgnify that God completes o work
upon our wills first and then begins a |
frosh work upon us, stimulating us to
do right to the best of our aubllity, On
the contrary, s through bhis providence
and Word God eserelsed an Influence
upon our wills through the knowledge
of his T'ruth, lttle by Hitle each new
point of Truth was expected to be ac-
knowledged by efforts on our part to
do God's will to the extent thot the

new will was able to control the lm-
perfect body, We may safely con-
cluode that each step in right-willing

mnst be followed by a step In wight-
duing before another item of grace and
Truth would be granted a8 a basis for
additional willing and then additionai
dolpg,  Thus, as we walk by first pult-
ting foot forward and then the
other repeatedly, so the New Creature
wilks or progresses by first willlng
and next doing the Lord's good pleas-
nre 1o the extent of his abllity.

As surely as the right-willing Is the
rosult of Divine operation In the re-

venling of Truth, so also Is the right.
foing., Of the Divipe influence In om

heurts working in us both fo will ard
fo do God's good pleasure, St Peter
gives us a word right to the polnt,
saying, “Whereby are given unto us
exceeding great and preclous promises;
that by these ye might be partakers of
the Divioe nature” (I1 Peter I, 4).
Work Out Your Own Salvation,
We have heard many lmproper pray
ers presented at the Throne of Grace

by well-latentioned but misinformed)

ehlidren of God, Many Christinns re-
quest God to do for them that which

i he tells them they must do for them-

gelves, The ong who nsks miniss some-
times leaves the Throne of Grace cons
Ndent that God will do for him what
God hng never promised to do for nny-
body, but hins told us eheh wust do
for himself., Many pray, “Abnndon us
not o temptation, but deliver us from
the Evil One™ and then walk straight
Into temptation, wholly neglecting the
directions of God's Worl Indesd,
muny so neglect the study of that
Word that they nre not awnre what
are Its teachings, Its connsels, —respect-
Ing Entan and the temptations from
the world, the flesh and the devil, to
which all must be more or less ex-
posed for thelr testing and character
development,

Some pray to God to save them by
his Divine power and expect him to
work miraculously in them, while they
are giving the best of thelr time and
talent and Influence to business or to
pleasure or to self-gratification. Such
need to learn the meaning of our text,
“Work out your own salvation with
fear and trembling.” They nesd to
lonrn the meaning of the Apostie's
words, “Keep yourselves in the love of
God.”  God absolutely refuses to denl
with us as machines. More (han this,
he refuses to coerce, to push, to pull,
to drive, those whom he I8 now cnll.
ing to sonship and Joint-heleship with
Chrlst In his Kingdom,

During the Millenninm the world
will recelve nll sorts of pulling, push
ing., driving, “stripes' for thelr corroc.
tlon In righteousuess, —to moke them
all eventunlly see, to ulthmately force
all to tnke thelr stand for vight or for
wrong, intelligently,  But now [t i«
diferent, God Is “"ealling” “drawing"
and necepting throngh faith in Christ
a8 “members’ of the Body of Christ,
only such ns have a willing mind—only
such as enn be moved o energy ani
devation by the enlightenment of thelr
minds through the Trath,  None others
are wanted for this “elect” cluss,

Those who rightly understand our
text conld never have so misunderstood
the Savior's words to the dying thief,
“Thon shalt be with me In Paradise,”
a8 to suppose that he meant that the
penitent thief would be a member of
the “elect” Church, his jolnt-helr in the
Ringdom.
