SEVERAL CONGRESSMEN JOIN IT

The Purpose of an Antl-Trust League
In National Capital Is to Bring
Prices on Necessities of Life to a
Reasonable Figure,

Washington, Dec. 30, — To combat
the trusts and attempt to bring down
the prices of the necossarles of life
to a reasonable figure, Is the purpose
of n movement which will be Inaugu-
rated here tonight by the organization
of a natfonal antitrust league.

The proposed league has the support
of 0 dozen congressmen and many of
these will be present and take part in
the formation of the association. In
the opinion of leaders of the move-
ment, more can be accomplished by

such an associatlon than by legisla-
tion,

COMMISSION HOUSES LOSE

Traders Exchange at Ka~-as City Is
Declared a Trust,

Kansas City, Dec. 30.—Judge L. R,
True of the district court in Kansas
City, Kan., today declayed that the]
Traders Live Stock Exchange associa-
tion, operating at Kansas City stock
yards, I8 a trust whose methods vio-
late the state antl-trust law, and or
dered the association dissolved, ren-
dering a declsion in the sult brought
against the assoclation by the attor-
ney general of Kansas. The Traders
Live Stock Exchange assoclation is
composed of 185 members who deal
principally in stockers and feeders cat-
tle not fat enough for slaughter.

The state brought a suit against the
assoclation two years, alleging that
the methods of the concern placed
such restriections on trade and com-
merce as to violate the anti-trust law,

The Co-operative Live Stock Com-
misslon company, also the Kansas
City stock yards, filed the original
complaint against the Traders Live
Stock Exchange association. In this
complaint it was alleged that the asso-
clation boycotted the members of the
Co-operative Live Stock Commission
company, of whom_ there are more

than 400 members. The defendant as-|

soclation will appeal the case to the
supreme court of Kansas,

An action similar to the one brought
against the Traders Live Stock Ex-
change association is pending against
the Kansas Qity Live Stock exchange.

TELEGRAPHERS TO ARBITRATE

There Will Probably Be No Strike on
the Big Four.

Cineinnatl, Dec. 30.—An agreement
to arbitrate the dispute between the
telegraphers and the management of
the Big Four rallway was reached to-
day. Angouncement of this was made
at the close of a conference which dis-
cussed the ultimatum submitted by the
men vesterday. Today's aclion pre-
cludes the possibility of an immediate
strike.

ENUMERATORS' TEST EASY.

Census Director Durand Sets February
6 as the Date.

Weashington, Dec, 30.—Any person
o good jud‘:ment. who has received
an ordinary common school education,
can readily and easily pass the test
to be glven appleants for census
enumerators’ plaees on February b,
the date finally set by U. 8. Census
Director Durand, according to an an-
nouncement from the census bureau
today. This will be a comforting as-
surance to the several hundred thous-
and who are believed to be contemplat-
ing application for the places,

It was emphatically stated at the
bureau that the test will be an emi-
nently reasonable and practical one,
similar to that appllqd to applicants at
the Twelfth census, It will consist of
filling ont a sample schedule of popu-
lation from a description, in narrative
form, of typleal familles; and, in the
case of enumerators whose work will
be in the rural districts, they will be
called upon to fill out an additional
sample schedule of agriculture, from
Information furnished by the census
bureau.

All persons, whether women or men,
who may desire to become census
enumerators must be citizens of the
United States; residents of the sup-
ervisor’s district for which they wish
to be appointed; must be not less than
18 nor more than 70 years of age;
must be physically able to do the
work; must be trustworthy, honest and
of good habits; must have at least an
cordinary education and must be able
to write plainly and with reasonable
rapidity.

Those who can comply with these
requirements are invited to put In
as there will be
at lenst 68,000 enumerators’ places to
be filled by the middle of March In
preparation for the enumeration begin-
ning April 15.

Application forms, with full instruc-
tions for filling in, and complete in.
formation concerning the test and the
method of appointment, can be secured
by writing to the supervisor of census
for the supervisor’s district in which
the applicant lives. All applications,
properly filled in must be filled with
the supervisors not later than January
25'as any received after that date can-
not be considered.

TAKEN ALWE
FROM A MINE

HEROIC SUPERINTENDENT NEAR:
LY DEAD WHEN RESCUED,

RISKED LIFE FOR A LABORER

After Having Been Entombed Twenty-
eight Hours in a Smok-Filled Cut,
Superintendent Brown Is Taken Out
in Dying Condition.

McAlister, Okla., Dec. 30.—After hav-
ing been entombed twenty-eight hours
in a smoke-filled cut of the “Bolen"
Darnell company's coal mine near
here, Superintendent John Brown wns
regcued alive but unconsclous this
morning. Had his rescuers falled to
reach him, Brown would surely have
died within another hour. As it is his
condition is serious, but the mine
physiclans believe he has a fighting
chance for life.

Brown, who is a well known mining

man of Hartford, Ark., risked his life
in a herole attempt to rescue Angelo
Asnicar, a shot firer, who was t‘n-.|
tombed following an explosion on one
of the lower levels of the mine late
Tuesday. Brown apparently had not
reached even close to the point where
Asnicar had been overcome, when he
himself succumbed to the foul gases
and smoke that choked the various
passengers, The shot firer's fate still
remains unknown.,

Former Nebraska Woman Ends Life
of Self and Child in Indiana.

Evansville, Ind., Dec. 30.—The po-
liee of this city believe that Mrs,
Dorothy Patrick of Bee, Seward coun-
ty, Nebraska, Is the woman who,
holding her 1l.year-old baby in her
arms, leaped into the Ohlo river here,
both losing their lives.

| LAYA DISCUSSES ~ SITUATION

Clalms Score of American Marines
Fought and Died in Battle.

Mexwo City, Dee, 30.—"Mr. Knox Is
not my judge. I am answerable only
to my government."”

Jose Bantos Zelaya, who arrived
here from Saline Cruz thus replied to
a question as to what attitude he
would assume should Secretary Knox
seek to extradite him from this coun-
try. Zelaya refused {o discuss such
u probability, but strongly intimated
that the secretary of state would not
have the right to request his presonce
In the United States,

“l have no feeling against the
American people at large nor the gov-
ernment,” he said. "Secretary Knox
has been systematically misiuformed
and public opinion in the Unlted
States has been prepared against me,
but the real facts must become known
in time and it is to tlme I trust for
my vindleation,

“My relations with the preceeding
Amerlcan government were exceed-
ingly friendly, The situation contains
many unique conditions both for our
owi poople - in . Ceuniral America and
the Amerieans, Secretary Root had
the complete confldence of Central
America and his policies were draw-
ing the people closer together politi
cally and commercially. I am afraid
the attitude of Secretary Knox is un-
doing all that work throughout Latin
Amerlea,”

Zelnya sald American marines en-
gaged in several recent’ battles im
Nicaragua and that twenty of them
were killed, He sald:

“Do ‘you know that there were 400
Americans fighting with the revolu-
tigmists at the battle of Rama? Do
you know that at the battle of Colo-
rado Junction, on November 1, the
bodles of twenty American marines
were picked up on the fleld by our
forces, all dead, and all from the
American gunboats anchored in the
river to protect American interests?
The official explanation given me was
that these men were deserters.”

Zelaya believes the confederation
of all the Central American republics
will ultimately be brought about, as
he says the great masses of the peo-
ple are unionists and the principal
obstacle up to this time has been
the selfish attitude of persons in
power animated by private interests,
He favors a central government for
the new republic rather than a strong
federal government, explaining his
meaning that under a central govern-
ment the varlous states would pre-
serve thelr identity, having office to
transact such general business as
might concern the whole of Central
America and leaving each of the pres-
ent republics more or less indepen-
dent and nandling its Interior affairs.

Uncle Sam Just Laughs at It.

Washington, Dee, 30, — Statements
made by former President Zelava that
the United States marines participat-
ed In the battle between the govern-
ment troops of Nicaragua and the rev-
olutionists were received here In un-
official circles with amusement, While
nelther thesofficials of the marine corps
nor those of the navy department
would dignify the statement by dis-
cussing it, it Is known there are not
400 marines on the coast of that coun-
try and that on November 1 when the
battle of Colorado Junction took place,
there were none at all

So far as the statement goes that
the men were deserters from the Amer-
lean war vessels lying off the coast,
no desertions have been reported and
it Is declared it Is unlikely any of the
men have deserted. The only force
of marines of any magnitude {g on the
west coast, and these have been grant-
ed permission by the governments of
Salvador and Honduras to land on the
islands on the bay of Fonseca.
