The depositions filed with Justice
Plateh were made by Mrs. Gayley her-
self, her two daughters, Agnes G. and
Florence (Gayles, Margaret E. Sutton,
foremly housekeeper in the Gayley
home, and H, R. Reed of Hast Orange,
Gavlev's private secretary,

Gayley was married February 21,
1884. He charges his wife deserted
him without cause and has refused to
live with him. In the steel business
Gayley is known as "one of Carnegle's
boys."” He is one of the best metal-
lurgists in the country, and until his
resignation from the steel corporation
he was the trusted authority on all
gquestions of this nature coming before
the directors. He retired from the
corporation in November, 1503, soon
after the trouble with his wife began.
It was assumed at the time that ill
health caused his retirement, though
hig position was not filled. He came
west and has been living here for

Throw Out the Barclay.

Telegraph operators are shaking
hands w'th earh ol wil ner the
country over the reports current that
the Western Union will throw out the
Barclay telegraph machines which
have thrown many hundreds of teleg-
rophers out of work. A Norfolk teleg-
rapher who recently returned from
Chicago where he visited the operat-
fng rooms of the Western Union
there, the largest telegraph offices in
the world, reports that the company
has taken out the Barclay machines
in the Chicago-New York wires and
were again hundling the bmsiness over
this eircuit by the regular Morse ope-
rators. This circult is one of the most
important in the country and it is
the replacing of the Morse operators
in this place that has ecaunsed much
gossip among commerdéial telegraphers
that the company Is slowly doing
away with the Barclay machines and
that it is only a question of time

when the machines will have entire
Iy digsappenred,
Barclay Loses Position.

Jo € Harclay, former general mana.
ger of the Western Unlon, the invent-
orf of these machines and also the
Inventor of the wonderful Batclay e
peater relay, is sald to have lost his
prestige with the higherup ofMcinls
of the company and was asked to re
slgn, and hig resignation Is probably
the cause of the company doing nway
with the machines which It is claimea
CAUSse muny errors in telegrams and
finally bring up lnw suits by the cus-
tomers.  The old style Morse tele-
graphing {8 now being agaln comparaed
with the work of the Barclay machine
and it has been found that the less
mistakes ocour in Morse operating.

The Barclay machines are Installed
in all of the |larger citles of the coun-
try on heavy circuits and are known
to be able to handle 1400 messages
on one wire in nine hours, Messages
to be sent on Buarclay machines are
firvst punched out on electrical per-
forators on long strips of paper by
girls. The perforated paper is then
put into a transmitter and the mes-
sage when recelved on the other side
Is ready for delivery. The recelving
side of the Barclay consists of a ma-
chine very similar to that of a Blick-
ensdorfer typewriter. Each type has
its wheel for the number of dots and
dashes for the letter or figure and
when the required number of dots o
dashes reach the machine the key cor-
responding to it, is forced up aguinst
the roller into which a girl keeps
feeding telegraph blanks.

This machine works very similarly
to that of an automatic telephons.
A chief is put in charge of the Bai-
clay division of the telegraph office
and he is usually a thorough me:
chanic, and it requires much skill on

his parl to keep the delicate machines

in order. The slightest wire trouble
throws the machine off and many
false letters are written on the blank,
which in cipher messages usually
means a damage case,

False Dots Make Trouble.

Only good copper wires are used
on a Barclay circuit while in the ordi
nary Morse circuit the copper wires
are leased to newspapers or hrokers,
while the common side of the same
wire, which by the aid of delicate
electrical apparatus can be put to
good advantage, i8 used to handle the
business of the company by teleg.
raphers who are required to use their
good judgment when a “bug” or in-
terruption causes many false dots in
the sounder from which the human
operator picks out his words, which
the Barclay, not being human, can
not do,

L. Whitcomb, for many years chief
operator of the Western Union at
Chicago, is said to have been a very
strong opponent of the Barclay ma-
chines and in his fight to keep them
out of his office was forced to give
up the position he held down for many
years.

H. Salter was summoned and
found that Custer, paralyzed on ihe
left side, will likely die. Custer was
talking irrationally, “Well, I shot the
old lady; she has $1,400 insurance,”
he said, Then again, “I hed made up
my mind to shoot mysgelf, bu: my
heart falled me.” “If 1 could get
home, I'd be all right,”

Custer has grown
Omaha.

For years Mrs. Custer has been a
helpless invalid, her husband doing all
of the housework, getting meals, wash-
ing dishes, etc.

The rifle used wns a small one.
When found, Custer lay moaning in
the pool of blood, his gun a short dis-
tance away.

Recently Custer reported that men
were peeking into his house at night
and he said then he'd get a rifle ready
for them. "I can shoot stralght and
when | get a bead on anyone you can
bet they will stop, I wasn't u sharp
shooter for nothing,” he said then.

Mrs, Custer lay in her bed, helpless,
for four hours after the dual shooting.

Custer came here from Wayne, He
had been active in antl-saloon legisla-
tion.

Met Death in a Press.

Frank Kayl, ‘he pressman on The
Daily News who had had charge of
the big perfecting press which prints
thig paper ever since the machine was
installed nearly two years ago, met
death in that press last night while
working about the machine with the
motor running, A tight belt ran from
a dead wheel onto a llve one, starting
the press while Kayl was leaning in-
side to make a change in a page form.
Once before during the afternoon this
same beit had prematurely started the
machine, Kayl having a close call that
time, After the presg had behaved in
this way the first time, W. N. Huse
had cautioned him emphatically never
again to work around the press with-
out first shutting off the motor power,

Belt Slips Over.

Kayl had thrown the lever which
would shut down the wmotor, but he
did not wait for the power to dle be-
fore he had leaned into the press.
The belt repeated its former trick and,
slipping on the live wheel, caused the
machine to start., A roller ran over
the page forms and caught the unfor-
tunate man's head, locking it against
another part of the press. The skull
was hadly fractured. Kayl was In-
stantly rendered unconscious and did
not regain consciousness until he ex-
pired at 10:47.

The belt which caused the trouble
had never given trouble before, but
it had always been recognized as an
element of danger, and repeated warn-
ings had been issued that the utmost
ecare must be exercised in  hand-
ling it.

Case Decided Against Jones.

At 2245 p. . Wednesday the federal
court jury In the Jones case, in which
Jones of Pierce was suing the North-
western railrond for 320,000 damnges
for injuries alleged to have been sus-
tikned by falling over a loose board on
4 sidewinlk near the Plainview depot,
returned a verdict for the defendane.
Jones gets no damages.

At 5:30 Tuesday afternoon the jury
in the United States circuit court, in
the case of J. H, Jones of Plainview
versus the Northwestern railroad com-
pany Lo secure $20.000 damages for
injuries received on the Northwestern
property at Plainview, were sent to
their room by Judge W. H. Munger,
who after giving them final instrue-
tions allowed them to go to their
homes or hotels after 10 o'clock, pro-
viding a verdict had not been reached,

That a hard fight was on between
the jurymen wias made known when
at $:30 in the evening the jurymen
summoned the baillfl, requesting that
Judge Munger be sent for, The bailiff,
upon recommendation from the deputy
marshal, inquired of the jury if they
had reached a verdict, the instrue-
tions of the judge being that he would
not appear unless a verdict had been
reéached. The jurymen, however, in-
formed the bailiff that they had
renched no verdiet, and it was pre-
sumed a legal question was troubling

At the time the bailiff was at the
them.
door of the jury room, the jurors had
taken a vote on some decision, which
stood ten to two.

Jones Had Been Working.

The whole afternoon session was
taken up by the introduction of wit-
nesses for the defendant who In near-
ly ull cases testified that Jones had
been doing work since the time of
his injury.

W. J. Hooper of Center, a member
of the school board o. that town, tes-
tified that he had hired Jones to work
on the school house and that Jones
had received $2.25 per day, the aver-
age pald to any other laborers. He
also testified that Jones had helped
bulld cement sidewalks at Center.

H. A. Walker, a real estate man eof
Verdigre, also testified that Jones had
done work in Verdigre in 1807, VWhen
asked what condition Jones was In

cattle and that the Citizens bank ar-
ranged with Dual to take care of the
mortgage.
