fish for the ocension. Nor ls this all
We bnve our Lord's own testlimouny to
the truthfuluess of the matter, and
whoever denles elther Nis trathfulness
or his Intelllgence 18 thereby denying
also his Messinhship and repudiating
him as a Savier, because nelther a
falsitier nor o dupe could possibly be
recognized nd the grent Redeemer and
Bavior, the Sent of God, the Messiah,

Additlonally our Lord informs us that
the Jonnh incldent was In the nature of
a type, especlally designed of God to
foreshadow the fact that Jesus himself
would be dead for parts of three days
and arlse from the dead on the third
day, even a8 Jonal was burled allve
for parts of and on the
third day the great fish vomited hlw
ppon dry land. There Is nothing dif
cult about the nareatlve to one who
hus proper falth In God, To those who
have not falth, nothing connected with
Divine revelatlon s reasonable, com
mendable or satisfactory, Let um
malntain our stand with those who
hold fast to, and hold forth for others,
the Word of Life.

The Belly of Hell Described.

But whar have “the belly of hell”
and the poor sonl erylug from it to do
with the story of Jonah? And how
does the story associate {tself with our
journey todny over the Mediterranean
Iveep? Jonah was the man who was
in the belly of hell and whose cry unto
the lord from there constitutes our
text. When a boy [ heard this text,
and my fmngination conjured up what
hell would be ke, and especinlly what
the belly of heli, or what 1 supposed
the middle part of It, would be llke.
1 bhad the opportunity of looking into
biast furnaces through what is called
the glory-hole or peep-hole.  There 1
noted that the center of the fire was
at white bheat, [ tried to imagine peo-
ple in such u condition in the very
middle or belly of hell, 1 could not
imagine how they sould survive such
an experience a single mowent, let
alone for all eteruity, [ sougly
logleal expositions of the mutter and
learned that some theologians of the
hoary past, admitting the destructive
effect of fire, claimed that God would
specinlly vitallze all the poor creatures
consigued to this torment, so that they
would never die, but would keep on
guffering forever and forever and for-
ever, untellnble tortures, 1 found that
other theologinns explained that those
consigned to such a fiery ordeal would
gradually become adapted to it and
nssume un asbestos-llke shell which
would measurably protect them from
the fire. But these theologians went
on to explain thut, wishing them to
euffer horrible tortures, God would
wciale off the asbestos shell, causing
them to suffer still more excrucintingly
every thine the operation was perform-
e, As a child T tried to fmagine that
this was the just desert of sinners,
and thnt the Heavenly Father was
really kind and loving—that be did not
give thew worse, though I could not
think of wsnything worse that they
could suffer

“When | was u child, 1 spake as a
child; but when 1 becawmwe a wman, I
put away childish things" (1 Corin-
thinug xiil, 11, 1 asked for the proof
that anybody could endure such suf-
ferings aml vet llve. | asked for the
