MINE HORROR
NEAR DENVER

TWELVE MEN ENTOMBED AND
THE MINE REPORTED TO
BE ON FIRE.

Denver, Dec. 15 —Twelve men are
| reported entombed in shaft No. 2 of
the Leyden Coal company at Levden,
Colo., fourteen miles west of Denver,

The fire started about & o'clock
last night, the result of an explosion,
and the timbering of the shaft was
ablaze In & moment, cutting off es-
cape in that way,

Shaft No. 1 Is separated from shaft
No. 2 by a narrow wall. A rescue
party under the direction of Samuel
Perry, president of the Leyden Coal
company, was endeavoring early to-
day to break down the wall and the
twelve imprisoned men could be heard
working madly in their efforts to gain
freedom. There Is no hope of slop-
ping the first at present and every ef-
fort is belng made to gain an en-
trance for the entombed men through
shaft No. 1.

Thirteen Miners Killed.

Norton, Va., Dec. 10,—An explosion
in the mine of the Bond Coal cowm-
pany at Greeno, six miles east of here,
vesterday cost the lives of thirteen
of the fourteen men in the workings
at the time. Only two escaped, one
of whom dled shortly after being
taken out. James Barrowman, super-
Intendent and Willlam Ritehle, mine
foreman are among the dead. The ex-
plosion came without warning and it
is believed to have been caused by an
accumulation of gas set off by “blow-
ing" coul. The air shaft was thought
to be in good condition and nothing ot
the kind was expected. The same
mine, however, had a slmilar explos-
fon three years ago in which six men
were killed.
