Henry W. Penbody estate rented for
the president's use this snmmer. Here
he will spend the buslest vacation of
his busy life.

This newest home for the presldent
is n splendld piace, In reality a beau-
tful park In which are set groves,
gurdeusn, n golf links, a teeming trout
brook nnd ancres of velvety lawn. But
Its chlef glory 1s its superb frontage
on the rolllng Atlantle.

Preclous little chance, bowever, will
Mr. I'nft have to enjoy Its beautles
and its comforts. He 18 not going
there until congress adjonrns—thint Is,
he tns eald so—but perhnps he mny
change bis mind. With the tariff and
reciprocity pendipg, it will be far along
in hot wentbher before Mr. Taft will
get o chance to enjoy a vaeation.

Even then he will have mighty lttle
time for lelsure with 8o many other
questiony pending.  And, more, even
here Lo cannot escape offlelaldom.
Only five miles away will be the em-
baseles of four of the powers—France,
Germany, Russia pnd Italy—at Man-
chester-by-the-Ben,  ‘I'en mloutes by
wotor 18 Manchester's distance. It Is
ensy to see, then, that Mr. Taft can't
glve himself over wholly to sport and
Ittle socinl affalre.

Official and Social Life.

All the alterations suggested when
Mr. Taft took the place have been
completed. Not one was for greater
comfort. All were designed for the
express purpose of facllitatlng the
transaction of publlc business. Had
the president desired only a place for
pleasure and comfort there would not
have been need for a slngle change.
But Mr. Teft desired that Mra Taft
and his family be cut off entirely from
the officinl slde of his life, and this has
been done,

* A separnte entrance has been cnt
through to the president’s private office
and reception room on one side of the
bouse, leaving the waln entrance for
the family and a third entrance for
tradespeople and servants. This office
entrance has been sheltered by an Im-
posing coloninl porte-cochere.

The grounds have been lighted by
electrieity, nnd there are electrie sig-
nnls at various polots to assist the
guards In keepihg the estate clear of
undesirable nod unlovited callers,

On the estate there are two big barns
nnd a nine room cottage, the Ilatter
elose to the maln house. The barns
have been transformed into garnges
for the dozen machines required for
official and family use. The cottage,
just ncross the shaded rond known as
Corning street, will be used for sleep-
Ing nnd eating quarters for the secret
serviee men and for a walting room
for chauffeurs and personal attendants |
of the president's cnllers. The execu-
tive offices will be In Beverly proper,
on the main vilinge slreet, ns they
have been for the past two years when
FPresident Taft dwelt in the Evans villa
on Burgess Point

Easy to Keep Out Cranks.

This place Is half a mile to the south
of D'arrswatta. When he leased the
latter last autumn Mr. Taft sald be |
thought his new home the most attrac- i
tive all round home on the north shore
and far more adapted to bis veeds than
the old one. Among other things, It
wus hard to keep out undesirables at
the Evans place, and there were sev:
eral anuaoying cootretemps when the
pr=ident's guards held up visltors to
Mrs. Evans, who coutinued to occupy !
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another mansion on her Burgess Point
estnte, At Parramatta the veranda
commands a view of the approaches on
three sldes of the estate. It will be
on easy watter to keep out eranks and
the Importunate,

The bouse 18 In the best colonial
style. The deslgn was taken by the
architect from several of Balem's ad-
mirable old mansions, with the result
that It Is beautifu] in a characteristi-
cally naustere manner. HBeyond the
spaclons entrance hall which leads
from the front door on the veranda is
the lviog room, and beyond that on
the ground floor Is the drawing room,
now converted into the president's ex-
ecutlve office. This connects with a
gmall room to be used as a walting
room for official callers. It was here
that the private business entrance was
cut through so that the living room
and the mnin entrance, together with
tll the rest of the house, may be shut
off for the undisturbed use of the Taft
family. The office ns well as the liv-
ing room, dinlog room and a window
of the library looks out upon the ocean
and the rugged const, which President
Taft says appenls to him so strongly.

On the second floor are flve very
Iarge bedrooms, and one of these over
looking the ocean has been fOtted up
for Mrs. Taft. On account of her re-
cent lllness she 18 expected to go
down to Parrnmatta with the family
eome weeks before the president can
leave Washington. The president's
chamber 18 also on the ocean slde of
the house, while the other rooms on
the second floor look out upon a pleas-
ing prospect of trees and water where
the trout brook runs across the mead-
ow, On the third floor nre five more
bedrooms, sand there are of course
many pantries, servants' rooms and
batbrooms in the house

Ag for the grounds, there are few
along all this stretch of ghore from
Nahant to Rockport that can be com-
pared with them. They were the hobby
of the Inte Henry W. Peabody, mil-
llonnire merchant and traveler. The
nome Parramatta he took from that of
1 town and river in New Bouth Wales,
becnuse he found a etrong resem-
blance between the scenery of the
Beverly coast and that of the antipo
dean Igland. Here on a tract of six-
ty-five acres he set out to realize his
ideas of beauty in garden and wood-
land. That was twenty years ago,
and up to the time of his death in 1608
he added each season to the trensures
of bis gardens. The Japanese garden,
for example, Mr. Peabody crented out
of a bit of swamp near the brook, and
in converting it Into the present won-
der place he brought over half a dozen
Jupanese gardeners to care for the
planting and acclimatizing of the flow-
ers and shrubs he procured from the
orient.

Where President Shines.

The golf links over the mendow and
rising knolls within the sweep of the
ocean breeze hns been lald out for
nine holes. The pine are sufficiently
difficult to suit a player of FPresident
Tnft's rating. Although he will un-
doubtedly continue to motor over of a
morning to the unsurpassed Myopia
links, as he has dove for the past two
summers, these home links at Parra-
matta will glve him a chance to keep

- JOINING THE ARMY

There are wmnny opportunities open
to the mun who enlists in the United
Btates army and wears the uniform
{of Uncle Snm with honor to bimself
and his country. The pay is good, the
food ls good, and the cbances for nd:
vaucement are numeroos It is up to
the ifodividual man bimself to make
goxl nnd to take advantage of the
Bituntion,

Writing In the Columblan Magazine
on army affalrs, Edward Marsball in
discussing the status of the enlisted
man says:

Summnarized. this Is what 4 man
who thinks of marching for his Uncle
Samuel as an enlisted mnn has to con-
sider:

On first enllstment the soldler for
0ld Glory nowndays gets §16 8 month,
far better pny, for Instance, than the
avernge clerk's, for board, lodging and
clothing are furnished by the govern:
ment. If be qunlifies as marksman
he adds 82 to his pay; If as n sharp-
shooter he gets §£3 in addition; if ns
an expert rideman a full third more
Thus be may at once get $20 monthly
cash and founud If be 18 able nod keeps
busy.

If he enllsts as & musician he gets
$21 mouthly to start off with, the
highest “rookie’s” pay. In the signal
corps, the hospital corps and the en-
gloeers’ corps frst class privates get
£18 monthly, and second class privates
get §106.

Upon enlistment every man 1s nllow-
ed $83.70 for his uniforms, ete., aud
afterwnrd $13.04 twice annually. At
least one-half the men save money on
thelr clothing allowance, which {s more
than nmple. Privates’ pay increases
$ & month for each three year en-
listment. An expert rifleman who
never gets to be a petty officer, there
fore, can run his pay up, with good
conduct nnd Intelligence, to $856 n
month and nll his necessaries “found"
In five enlistments coverlng fOfteen
years.

Noncommissioned officers are taken
from the raouks on recommendation of
thelr company or troop commanders
and are often glven thelr posts upon
thelr first epllstments. These men are
really well pald. A sergeant major is
allotted to each regiment. He receives
$40 monthly when be is appolnted and
$4 additionnl per month each time he
re-enlists, Reglmental commissary ser-
geants, regimental quartermaster’s ser
geants nnd the three battallon ser
geants In each regiment get the same
high pay. Each company has n first
sergeant at $45, with an increase of
$4 upon re-enlistments; a second ser-
gennt at $30, with $3 increase for ench
re-enlistment; a corporal at §18, with
$3 each for re-enllstments. The gov-
ernment acts as banker for the eol
dlers, too, If they desire to have it, and
noncommissioned officers have left the
service with as much as $20,000 saved
—not one, but many. If he sticks tight
to the service for full thirty years a
noncommissioned officer is entitled to
retirement on pay ranging from one-
balf to three-quarters of his service
pay. Beventy dollars monthly 18 not
upusual pay for & “noncom” to retire
on. And every year of service seen
outslde the Unlted States counts ns
two years at o bhome post. A man,
therefore, after fifteen years of service
in the islonds may retire on his half
pay.

The food the *“pnoncoms" and the
other enllsted men are given s whole
gome and well cooked, the medical at-
tendance free and able, post and gur-
rison schools have been provided at
ull posts for the primary branches,
and at several posts trade schools
have bleen established. A worthy
mnn, no matter where be may be sta.
tloned, s wimoest certain to get trans.
fer to a “school post” if be asks for
it. Cooling, buklpg, blacksmithing,
veterinary surgery, electrical and sta-
tlonary engineering, all are taught at
these trande schools, as well 08 muany
other things. Thus a boy who has
had little chance to get an education
may, after he has jolned the army,
get a very good one.

There seems to be but one thing
which army lfe does pot offer to the
enlisted man. PBut that one thing Is
home,

In its degree Indeed the life of the
enlisted man now offers more induce
ments thon the life of the West Point-
er. The commlissione] officer's pay Is
smull when his expenses and the ef-
fort he must make to get commission-
ed are considered, and, furthermore,
the noncommissioned officer Is not so
subject to political influences as the
West Poloter, who gives hlm his com-
mands.
