Too Anxious for Dollars.

Thatcher's Hungarlan orchestra
gave a concert in the large chautaugqua
tent last evening and brought out over
1,600 people to hear them, The music
wns excellent and the audience was
delighted. Battle Creek alone sent
five full automobile loads of visitors
and many came from Madison, The
big tent was again crowded to its ut-
most capacity and after the reserved
section had been filled it was found
that there was not space eough to ad-
mit any more on the plank seats,
Standing room was taken advantage
ol

In the afternoon Walter M. Chand-
ler, an attorney of New York City, lec-
tured on “The Great Republic” and
told the Norfolk aydience that Amer-
itcan ambitions pointed too much to-
ward the almighty dollar. He quoted
much from the views of great educat-
ors who have pointed out to him the

foults of the American people. Mr
Chandler has moade a great hupression
on lecture piatforms in the east with
his addrega on “The Trial of Jesus
from a Lawyer's Standpoint.,” In his
address here Wednesday afternoon
Mr. Chandler sald in part:

“Tlme was when all Americans were
partisans, but today we are partiaans
only before electlon. After election
we are all Amerliecans. The greatest
men In American history have never
been partiasans. Washington, for In
slance, selected Jefferson to serve In
his cabinet,

“It Is probably known to a few men
now living that In 1850 the republicans
of Boston celebrated the birthday of
Jefferson, Inviting Lincoln to celebrate
with them., BSuch things have hap-
pened throughout our history. Our
country has always been about equal-
ly divided as to politics.

"Formerly the wige men came from
the east, not only with reference to
the old world, but the new world as
well. Today the wise men are coming
from the west. We of the east may
not like this very well, but whether
we do or not, we are doing nearly
everything they tell us to do.

“The cornerstone of our republie
wns slmply a retentlon of the good
and the expulsion of the bad of other
governments. The essentinl feature
of our republle when compared with
other governments I8 that the people
of no country can be compared with
us In intelligence and Initlative. Ju-
dea gave to the world our religion.
Greece was the home of literature.
Rome gave us our law. The United
States has given llberty to the world.

“America with all of her greatness
Is not perfect, and we should be hon-
est enough to admit it. If we want to
hear uncomplimentary things said of
us we should go abroad. The Ger-
mans regard us as new and crude.
ingland at beart has a contempt for
America, Europe ns a whole regards
us as a nation of traders and poli-
ticians. This In a measure is true,
for too many of us are chasing the
dollar,

“Our laws are the worst In the
world. All law must be judged by
the result it gives. Nowhere else in
the world is mob law so common.
This should be proof of the failure of
our law system, Lynching in this
country is a nationat rather than a
gectlonal menace. We hear of it in
ths north as well as in the south.

“In this country as nmownere else it
is the common people who both make
and defend the country. If our lib-
erties are ever threatened they will
not be preserved by the 400 of New
York.

“With all our faults the ‘great re-
public' is the best place in the world
in which to live. It is here we find
the greatest happiness and the most
happy people. The true test of great-
ness for both men and nations is that
of doing something to contribute to
human happiness.”

Mr. Chandler concluded his lecture
by reminding the audience that this
was the country of Washington; the
republie of Jefferson and the union of
Lincoln. He was heartily cheered by
the well filled tent of appreciative
chautaugqua goers and received the
congratulations of many.

“A good Fourth of July address”
remarked one of the many attorneys
who were among Mr. Chandler's audi-
ence,

“l was in Norfolk before,” sald Mr.
Chandler, while sitting among the au-
dience listening to the beautiful music
of Thatcher's Hungarian orchestra. “I
lectured here one evening when the
officials of the state hospital brought
in a load of insane patlents. When I
finlshed my lecture, I was somewhat
embarrassed, when most ol these pa-
tients called on me and extended to
me thelr congratulations.”

Dr, N. McGee Waters lectured Thurs-
day afternoon, and tonight Shungo-
pavi, the Indian magician, will repeat
his lecture and perform the magic of
last year. The Hungarian orchestra
will give several selections during the
evening.

One of the Men Is Identified as a
Paroled Convict.

Sioux FFalls, 8. D, Aug. 9.—Two men
giving their names as LeRoy Dooling
and I, A, Noyce, after a chase in an
automobile over muddy roads, were
arrested and lodged in jail here on the
charge of having stolen an automobile
from the garage of Thomas Scanlan
of Sioux Falls, Dooling has been iden-
tified as a paroled convict from the
Sioux Falls penitentiary., The stolen
auto had been abandoned six miles
north of Dell Rapids because of the
heavy roads. Under the slate law the
theft of the auto constitutes grand lar-
ceny, and on conviction the two men
will be subject to terms in the peni-
tentlary.

For Kansas Labor Law.

Atchison, Kan,, Aug. 9.—A campalgn
for a law In Kansas forbidding women
to work more than nine hours a day
was started at a meeting here today of
the Kansas State Federation of La-
bor. Miss Nan Millison, a represen-
tative of the Womens Trade Unlon
league, who has been active In enfore-
ing the Missouri nine-hour law in Kan-
sas City, was among those who urged
work for the new law.

Another Jobbing House May Come.

Norfolk is scheduled for another
wholesale and jobbing house. W. J.
Weatherholt  of this city and H. J.
Giese of Council Bluffs, Ia., are holding
a conference here today which they
both declare will result in the opening
of a wholesale and jobbing house
handling buggies, wagons and all kinds
of fapmm machinery.

If the proposed spur of the Unlon
Pacific railroad is constructed in the
alley from Fifth street to the mill be-
tween Norfolk and Braasch avenues,
both men declare other wholesale
houses may come here,

Mr. Giese is a traveling salesman
who has been in the implement and
machinery business for some time and
is said to be an expert in this line.
Mr. Weatherholt is at the present time
a traveling salesman for a large im-
plement house.

Mr. Gilese declares he has heard
much about Norfolk and Is greatly
pleased with this city.

Large Crowd Hears Steiner,

“It takes a foreigner about twenty-
five years to become Americanized
and to be able to mortgage his home
and buy automobiles."”

This is the statement made by Dr,
Edward A. Steiner, head of the depart-
ment of applied christianity in Iowa
college at Grinnell, who spoke on “The
Trail of Immigration” on the Norfolk
chautauqua platform last evening.

The big tent was well filled with a
large and appreclative audlence and
the absence of all political talk made
a pleasing impression on his hearers.

The doctor began his lecture by
showing that the life of all men is in
a measure transitory, that humanity
will not stay put; that behind all the
movements of the race stood the
world's greatest struggle, that of the
economics of man.

“Not all men come to America,” he
gald, “for the purpose of making mon-
ey.” The doctor mentioned the pil-
grim puritans who came here to found
a city where God might be worship-
ped according to the dictates of one's
own consclence, as an illustration,

The doctor called his hearers' at-
tention to the fact that mo country in
the world could assimilate so many
people and races as America. This
was because the American people, re-
gardless of their ancestors, had a com-
mon ideal, yet the typieal American
could be found only in the west,
Every race was in America, In every
city and in every audience, and the
assimilation of s0 many peoples was
almost & miracle, Dr, Stelner was of
the opinion that one language had
much to do in this miraculous assim-
ilation, but that our greatness was the
vital thing. The inferlor race was
ambitious to become one of the great-
er race, The Italian was proud of be-
ing ealled an American when he came
to the United States, but when he
went to Argentina or Venezuela he
pot only reéemained an Itallan but he

soon made those about him Itallans.
Americans Greatest People.

The doctor thought the Amerieans
were the grentest people In the world,
but that they should be, for thelr op-
portunities wore the besat, When our
opportunities were taken into account
wo were hardly as great or as good as
wo might be.

In speaking of those things concern:
ing emigration which might be con-
gtrued ans an evil to our Institutions
Dr. Steiner mentioned that of taking
our money from thls country to the
older countries by the returning emi
grant. It would average not more
than $250 to the man, while the Amer.
fcan would go abroad and spend sev-
ernl thousand.

With reference to the character of
the emigrant, “only 3 percent were
over 28 years of age, and about the
same under 14 years,” Dr. Bteiner in-
formed his audlence. Thousands were
refused passports every year because
of physical weakness. In fact, the
physical and mental examination for
the emigrant was more severe than
for the soldlers of the American army.

Thae Emligrant.

Dr, Steiner told his audience that of
4,600 emigrants who came over on the
ship on which he was a passenger, 04
percent of them had secured profitable
ewmployment within ten days of their
landing at New York. This he be-
lleved demonstrated the fact that
those who could and did do the work
which must be done were not an ec
onomic rpoblem, If the emigrant was
a problem, 80 was every new-born
babe. He also told his audlence that
in 1910, 40,000 people were killed in
this country, and 500,000 others maim-
ed, while dolng the work of the coun-
try, and that 60 percent of these peo-
ple were forelgners.

The doctor told his audlence that
any danger to American institutions
which might result from emigration
would be an ethnological one. There
was legs danger in thisg from the Euro-
pean than from the colored race now
with us, The Itallan and even the
Slav, would within twenty-five years
be owning automobiles and living in
mortgaged homes, just as the Amer-
ican is doing.

The doctor coneluded his lecture by
reminding his audience that not every
American was a Washington or a Lin-
coln, any more than was every Italian
a Michael Angelo, and that there were
thousands of men and women in Eu-
rope who believed in America and
American institutions even more than
did many Americans.

Dr. Steiner was scheduled to speak
Monday afternoon, but many requests
from business men that he postpone
his lecture until the evening's pro-
gram made a slight change in the list
of entertainments. The Roach Op-
eratic company, however, pleased n
falr audience during the afternoon and
gave a prelude in the evening. Rev,
Edwin Booth introduced Dr. Steiner
to the audience.

The Roach company entertained an-
other large audience Tuesday after-
noon and Dr, Charles Medbury gave a
lecture, Tonight J. Mohammad All of
India will lecture. Walter M, Chand-
ler is scheduled for Wednesday after-
noon and the Royal Hungarian orches-
tra will give a concert in the evening.

Gregory to Build Palace of Corn.

Gregory, 8. D.,, Aug. 8.—Crop pros-
pects in the Rosebud country have im-
proved to such an extent and are now
in such a promising condition as to
merit special mention. Another big
rain last night has placed the result
beyond all doubt., While oats is the
lightest crop and a month ago was
thought to he almost a failure, there
are many flelds which are ylelding
{ifty bushels per acre, although the
average will be only ahout twenty-five,
which is extremely light for this coun-
try. Wheat will also be slightly be-
low the average, the general yleld be.
ing only about fifteen bushels this
year. DBut corn is king as usual, and
the crop never looked better than this
year, Every farmer interviewed de-
clares that his will go at least fifty
bushels to the acre, and a trip through
the agricultural distriets shows that
the claims are well founded, As a
matter of fact this sectlon has not
lacked for moisture at any time this
summer. In the latter part of June
and early July there were terrific hot
winds from Nebraska which damaged
the small grain severely as above men-
tioned, although there was plenty of
molsture in the soil all the time, But
those same hot winds seem to have
done the corn good rather than harm,
and the crop will be immense. The
Commercial club of this city has de-
cided to build an immense corn palace
wherein will be placed exhibits of all
farm products for inspection by those
who come from the east to register
for Mellette and Bennett county home-
steads in October. The club is now
actively at work on the project and
the farmers are enthusiastic over the
opportunity to exhibit the fruits of
thelr labors. The corn palace will be
located on Main street and have a
frontage of seventy-five feet.

Colorado Springs, Colo,, Aug. 8.—Kn-
cased In the most expensive coflin ever
sent out of this city, the body of
Esther Duff, "Queen Esther,” aged 8,
the richest Indian child in the world,
wis taken to Muskogee, Okla,, for bu-
rinl. 8he died here of pelagra. The
body was accompanied by the parents,
Chief Henry Duff of the Creek nation,
and his wife.

The child was brought here four
monthe ago from Tennessee in the
hope that the change of climate would
benefit her health, The parents prom-
ised an independent fortune to the
physician who would cure the child,
and scores of medical men were sum-
moned, but all pronounced the disease
in its last stages and Incurable,

Mrs, Willlams declares that the
horsges, wagon and all money in the
possession of her husband belongs to
her and she will be satisflied to let him
g0 where he wishes, and will give him
half her property. Her mother, she
says, also named Willlams, is travel-
ing through the country and is now at
Oakdale, Neb. >

Drinks When ‘Folks’ Are Near.
