There is something about the rare-
fied alr of Wyoming's wind swept
hille that nerves both man and beast
with the lust of conflict. The typi-
cal “frontier day' which Mr, Taft wit-
nessed at Cheyenne reflects a red-
blooded past. It is a picture of a life
that is passing away. If we don't
see one of these performances within
the next decade, we can never see
one. For the cowboys of the tyvpical
wild west show are a very pale re-
flection of real old Wyoming,

The cowboy was the natural evolu-
tion of the struggle between the out-
poets of civilization and the untamed
force of the prairies. Winter scatter-
ed the cattle over a thousand hills.
Only by heroic endurance of man and
beast could they be rounded up alive.
The eastern horse, bred among the
Juxuries of stables and shelter, could
not stand this strain. Only when the
wild mustang of the prairies could be
subjected to human will, could man
contend against death and the desert.

Nobody who never saw one of
these real frontier shows can realize
the lithe wickedness of these rearing
and plinging bronchos, nor the in-
credible skill acquired by the cow-
man in reducing them to his control.

A character of immeasurable dar-
ing and unconventionality has been
the result of these conditions, The
cowboy handles his gun as you do a
match, As you take reasonable pre-
caution not to throw a burning match
into a waste basket, so he takes a lit-
tle paing that the bullet does not land
in your anatomy.

Ten years from today, say the prop-
hets, there will not be left a cattle
ranch of over 1,000 acres in the Unit-
ed States, The cowboy will fit the
new conditions about as well as cab-
by takes to the work of an automobile
chauffeur,

Turning him into an intensive farm-
er will be about like putting an cagle
into a canary bird's cage, and feed-
ing him on bird seed.

There Is a pathos about the disap-
pearance of this manly type, To use
his words, it 18 too bad that he can't
be “roped respectable llke and thrown
falr for a finish."
