ments are sent te Manilla immediately the
Bpanish forces ate In danger of final de-
fent. The rebels now hold the provinee
of Cavite, are well organized and have 3,000
rifles.

Meanwhile signals were belng exchanged
between Wevler's phalace and Morro castle,
Wnd In the Intter place were signs of great
excltement. Slowly the Vigliancia entered
the month of the harbor and then It was
noticed the gens of Meorro were turned on
the ahip, The Vigllancia repeatedly sig-
naled Morro castle: 1 am going to sca.™
but no answer came from the fort until e
voxsel wan In blue water and the Spanilards
ran up the sigpal which means ‘'Goodby."

It is sald Weyler I8 furious over the de
partitre of the vessel and Consul Lec's
course, It Is stated Wevler ordercd the
commandant of Morra to sink the Vighancla
but that at the last moment he yielded 1o
the entreaties of his cablnet pnd countar-
manded the order. The episode caused

BARON VON WISSMANN STEIP'S DOWN.
Gtory of Carl Pelers' Envy s Brought
Up Onece Aain.

LONDON, Oct. 20.—The Berlin corre-
spondent of the Times telegraphs: Baron von
Wissmann resigns the governorahip of East
Africa on account of i1l health and he will
robably be provided with a post at home.
At the autumn scaslon of the colonial
souncll today Dr. Kayser, chief of the Ger-
pan colonial department, delivered his fare-
well address, in the course of which he
seviewed the German eolonlal history since
he has held the oMee. He denled the romor
that he resigned owling to the attacks of
the Peters party., but he said It was an
pon  question whethor the colonial polley
wouldl ever bring advantage or blessing to
Germany. His own rich fund of enthusi-
iem had heen exhausted in a continual
struggle agalnst obstacles In the Helches-
tage, agalnst selfish opponents and In ex
hausting labors which had long since out-
grown his physlcal powers. Dr. Kayser
thien deseribed the persecutions he had en
fured at the hands of the Peters faction
“Pr. Peters was Incensed at belng passed
swer for Baron Wissmann for the governor-
ihip of East Africa,” sald Dr. Kayser
“"Herr Arndt visited me on the eve of Baron
Wissmann's appolntment and made a velled
threat of persecution unless Dr. Carl Pelers

was appointed,*

Dr. Kayser prodioted that  revelations
would spon be made which would eclear the
atmosphere of the scandal and intrigue In
Germuan  colonial affalrs.
