The Irish World of February 10,
1010 published the following article,
which is especially interesting at this
time as showing that the only hope
for England was a war:

Thirty years is un insiguilicant
span in the Jife of a nation. Yet in
that briel time Germany has out-
stripped England in the industrial and
commercial race upon which she ent-
ered when, under the leadership of
Bismarck, she determined to adopt
the protective policy. In  battles

ought in Austria and France, the
Fat erland had proved its n:ulltnry
prowess.

Britain's yearly st-el production in
those sixteen years .ncreased less
than fivefold; Germany's ateel pro-
duction increased eighteenfold. And
this. in spite of the disturbance from

East and West. To paraphrase Mn
Ellis Barker, Great Britain has al
the territoty she wants, and she
strives only to preserve in peacs
what she has won by war  Hut Eng
lishmen must be simple if they be
lieve that Germany will rest satis
fied with the fact that Great Britais
has practically all the olonies in thy
world, while Germany has none.

“Whenever Germany is ready, thi
British colonies must and will be he
aim. And in that day we must rely
uipon our own right arm alone, and
if our navy is not equal to the her
culean task that will be imposed
upon st we shall Jose colonies and
empire.”

Not 4 pleasant ‘outlook this fos
John Bull to ¢ontemplate, Whethe
or not he will have to make such a
hand fight for his existence, is jusi
now problematical in thiat his indust
rial and commercial defeat is assured
if Germany adherez to the policy she
has pursued with s0 much success
during the Jast three decades.

DO THE PEOPLE WANT WAR?

We quote from Amos Pin-
chots public adress dated March
Jrd:

The people of this country
will be no more disposed to war
with  Germary because of the
Zimmermann note than they
were because of the war.zone
decree. And we have subStantial
evidence that following that
decree they were at least six to
one against war.

The American Union Against
Militarism sent 100000 return
postal cards to all kinds of
people, asking - them to write
their Congressman whether they
wanted to go to war to enforce
our rights of commerce in the
war-zone declared by Germany,
The result, based on returns to
thirty Congressmen from widely
separated parts of the country,
was a heavy vote for peace, The
average was six to one against
war. The lowest vote against
war in any district was four to
one, the highest eleven to one.

The people do not want this
country to go to war.

Who does want the country to
go to war?

The following quotation from
the weekly letter of a Baltimore
firm. 2 member of the Néw York
Stock Exchange, sheds light on
the question:

oo "War would be preferable.”..
"Regarding war as inevit-
ahlc, Wall Street believes
* that it would be preferable
to this uncertainty about the
actual date of its commence-
ment. Canada und Japan
are af war and are more
prosperous than ever he-
fore. . . . The popular view
is that stocks would have a
a quick, sharp reaction im-
mediately upon outhreak of
hostilities and that then they
would enjoy an old-fashion-
ed bull market such as fol-
lowed the outbreak of war
with Spain in 1898, . , .,

“The advent of peace
would force a readjustment
of commaodity prices and
would probably mean a post-
ponement of mnew enter-
prises, As peace negota-

tions would be long drawn

out, the period of waiting

and uncertainty for business
would be long, If the United

States does not go to war it

i5 nevertheless good opinion

that the preparedness pro-
gram will compensate ip
good measure for the loss of
the stimulus of actual war.”

In other words, Wall Street’s
first. choice is war, and its second
a great preparedness program.
In the last two and a half years,
Wall Street has sold two and a
balf thousand million dollars
worth of war supplies to the
Allies. But the Allies are now,
to a large extent, making their
own supplies, and Wall Street
must find a new market. War
with Germany would be the sur-
cst means of selling these pro.
ducts to the United States Gov-
crnment, War is, indeed, “pre-
ferable,” but a great prepareds
ness campaign is the next best
bet.

The forces in the
States that represent money
power, and the great newspa-
pers which these forces control,
are urging the country to war.
The people do not want it,

Abraham Lincoln said, *“I
am for the people—the people of
the wholeé nation—doing just ad
they please in all matters which
concern the whole nation.” We
say with Lincaln that “the peo~
ple are the rightful masters of
both Congress and Courts,”
“Congress has the Constitutional
power to declare war; but if
war comes it will not be Con-
gress that will do the fighting.”|
The people themselves wilt do
the fighting and they will pay
the bill, in death, in suffering,
in sorrow, and in taxes to the
third and fourth generations, the
peple who fight will pay.

Whether they are for or
against war, ¢he people have a
right to decide, and no man and
no condition of the world’s af-
fairs can take that right from
them,
