When the war betwesn Geeat
Priain and Japan sgainst the United
States broke oot on Awmgust I, 1099,
the United States having ne grest
navy as compared with Eogland and
Jagan, had to rely masinly for its
defence on e fleet of submarines
One of the first acta of the war on
the part of the japtnm-i‘.nﬂnh al-
liance was a blockadg agamst the
importation of foodstuffs into the
United States, Japan landed & great
wrmy in Mexica and cut off sapplics
from South Ameriea by land Eng-
lish and Japanese troops Theld
Canada and al! communication from
the north was cut off with constant
heavy fighting on the border.
France, professing great friendship
for the United States, was neutral,
but her great fsctories were turming
sut all kinds of war supplies for
Great Britain and Japan. The United
Ststes made no profost on that
wore, but called .the attention of
France to the fact that all her ships
ind other nentral ships carrying  now-
sontraband of war Lad bgen held up
ind confiscated by England and
fupan. France and the other neutral
‘ountries made protest against the
nolding up of neutral cargoes, but
went po further. England and Japan
ponsted they would starve out the
United States. In reply to this pol-
cy the United States duiautf a
blockade of the Canadian coast and
ill Eoglish watets with submarines
md said she proposed 1o sink any
vesscl under the English flag en-
tering the war zone, apd warned all
aeutruls to stay out of the zone.

This was the condition six months
gfter the opening of the great war
when the Cunard liner Mutisania,
which bad been making trips be-
tween Hayre and Malilax, was an-
nounced to leave Havre for Halifax
with a great cargo of war supplies
mcludiig  $200,000 worth of ear-
tridges, a8 well as eighty cases
marked military supplies, containing
picric acid, one of the most power-
ful explosives. It also had booked
ihout 1500 passengers, 600 of them
English and among these, 188 reser-
vists of the English Army, who were
going out to Canada to fight. There
were about #00 French passengers
booked and among them several
contractors going to Canada to make
new contracts for war material. The
American Embgassy in Paris issued
a warning to all French permons
booked not to go to Canida on any
ship flying the English flag. That
there was gréat nger to neutrals
going to Canada on Délligerent ships
and thn‘; tl:ie Ame;ican; ;nbmrlinu
were ordered to gink any ship Hyin
the English flag. Maty of ”u:
Frenchmen who were on board at
Havre got private telegrams 1elling
them they were taking great risk in
making the trip on o English ship
during war time, In the meantime
there was great indignation in Ame-
rica owing to the shipment of aero-
planes and war supplies of all kinds
from France 10 and  the
British West Indies. -The English
