There need he no wild talk
f  confiscation—taxation  jsu't
tonfiscation. Aund there need he
no fear that wealth will be over-
taxed, for the government well
knows that capital must be left
free to work for the expansion
of industry, But the opportuni-
Lies Jor faxalion of wealth are
plain, England taxes excess
profits 60 per cent, It is ridic-
ulous to suppose that a group
of reactionary senators can pre-
vent this government from col-
lecting anything at all on such
profits,

Lately the poor ‘are paying
taxes of hundreds of millions 1d
the food speculators. They
would much rather be paying
their money to the government,
They will patiently = bear their
share of any taxation. Those
who cry out londest against the
war taxes are the very rich.

Such news are reaches us
irom Russia, says Mn Armoux
in the Boston Journal, indicates
that in many towns and ¢ities,
outside of Petrograd and Mos-
cow, a condition closely ap-
proaching amarchy prevails, and
that their condition is a progres-
Bive one.

From April | to  date the
French and Dritish c¢laim to
have captured a total of 54,584
prisoners—the rench quota be-
ing 31,829 and the Brxt ish 22-
very respectable figure,
providing that the price paid
therefore was not too high.

And this price, whatever it
might have heen, was paid for
these prispners only—since the
gain in territory made by this
sifensive catinot be considered
is important in cither a tactical
or strategic sense, During this
same period the Germans have
taken  approximately 12,000
French and British prisoners, so
the net advantage to the Allies
n prisoners for these two
months is somewhere in the
vicinity of 42,000, provided, of
tourse, the statements are bused
on real facts.

The only indication of the
price paid for these 42,000 is the
total British casualties for May,
which amount to 114,000, Dur-
ing this month there was little
ighting on the other fronts on
which British froops are fight-
ing, so that an allowance of
14000 will probably amply
cover these fronts.
