It is frequently wrged that an
inter-Allied conference on war
aims would be a dangerous ex-
pedient, because it nught bring
to the surfice latent conflicts
of interest among the <everal
Allies, and thus impair theis
vigor ol action against the com-
mon foe. But it is jnconceiv-
able that the responsible states-
men of dny country have failed
to take into account such con-
flicts of interest as may actual-
ly exist. Inter-Allied conflicts
of interest must somehow be
reconciled, either at the peace
congress or at an earlier tme;
aned it will be much easierto efs
fect a reconciliation while com-
mon action against an undefeat-
ed cnemy remains a vital neces-
sity,
Such a conference, maoreover,
appears o olfer the only hope
for a samfnclur\ international
organization to prevent future
wars. The peace congress will
be sufficiently occupied with na-
tional interests. Of necessity, it
will inclide parties whose effort
will be to sow dissension among
the Allies. At the peace con-
gress Austria‘Hungacy will na-
turally attempt 10 play off Ser-
bia  against ltaly, Rumania
against Russia. Germany will
attempt to play off Russia
against  France, the United
States against the European Al-
lies. It is of great importance
that the Allies enter the peace
congress with their aims unified,
From the point of view of the
United States, it is of still great-
er importance that the Allies
should enter the peace congress
as an organized leagiie, to which
the Central Powers mav be ad-
mitted if they are ready to give
the requisite puaranties, Other
nations expect to gain territory
throigh Dboundary rectifications
or colonia] readjustments,
expect nothing but the creation
of an international order under
