University of Pennsylvania to Have
Pillar That Once Adorned
Ruler's Throneroom,

The first word In a long time from |
the Eckley B, Coxe expedition to Egypt
has been received at the University
of Pennsylvania museum from Dr.,
Clarence 8, Fisher, its leader. Doctor |
Fisher reported excellent success dur-

| stubbarnness brought on the plagues.
|lf this Is eorreet, the great hall and
! throneroom of the palace, which has
now been completely uncovered, wns
the scene of the appearance of Moses
and Aaron before Pharaoh, and where
the slgns and wonders were performed. |
The throne I8 sald fo be In good con-
dition, but Egypt will not permit it to
come to this country.

Fortunntely, Doctor Flsher has
worked over the pleces of the 12 colos-
sal pillars which upheld the roof and
has recovered enough to make one
complete pillar, which will be brought
to the unlversity museum and set up.
It will be the most notable specimes
of Egyptian architecture in this coun-
try. The pillars weré six feet in diam-
eter, 80 feet high, covered with In-
seriptions and pletures inlaid with
gold, Much of the paneling of the
room and the Hotels of the doors also
were Inlaid with gold, and these will
be brought here,
