there for 20 years and his neighbors |
would probably never even wonder
why he came,

Every visitor to the little archi
pelago notices this characteristic attl-
tude of mild Indifferenee on the part
of the natives, so different from the
usual frank curlosity shown by Isoluted
peoples In  strangers from forelgn
lands. The Islanders are kindly enongly,
but they do not go our of their
wny to show (t. They are com-
pletely immersed in thelr own hum-
drum concerns of Ashing and farming
and they would hardly look up from
their plowing to watch an airplane
fiy over. It Is sald that when their

visit to the Islands 1t was necessary |
to go out among the people and urge |
them to crowd In the capital éty and |
stage something resembling an FD'I
thusiastic welcome. At that most of
them got bored and wem home hefore
the celebration was half over.

0ld-Time Ceremonies.

In olden times the festival of Easter
was celebrated with many ceremonies
and sports, Then, as now, colored
eggs were given. In some places the
children rolled them down hillsides.

From a German author-
ity it is learned that in the Neumark
on Eanster day the men servants whip
the maid servants with switches and
on Monday the mulds whip the men.
In some parts of Germany parents and
children try to surprise each other In
bed on Enster morning to apply the
