CONSTITUTION Or THE

Not to Be Abridged.

1. All persons born or naturalized in the United States,
and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the
United States and of the State wherein they reside.

shall any state deprive any person of life, liberty, or prop-
erty without due process of law, nor deny to any person
within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.

| June. While General Wood was en-
dorsed at the republican convention
in South Dakota, it was not a local |
affair, and that he is not a favorite
son or a selection made for local rea-
sons is clearly seen in the practical
character that the movement on the
behalf of his nomination has assumed
throughout the country.

Leonard Wood is a New England
product. He was born in New Hamp-
shire, October 9, 1860, and while yet
an infant his family moved to Massa-
chusetts, where he was educated. He
graduated from the Harvard medieal
school in 1884, and began his practiec
in Boston. Tiring of the life of the
ordinary practitioner, he went fintc
the army and was soon appointed as
gistant surgeon and first lieutenant
He made such wonderful strides tha’
in five years he became a captain an/

full surgeon. His first record was

made as an Indian fighter unde:
Captain Henry W. Lawton, late:
brigadier-general. Reporting to Gen-
eral Miles, Lawton said of Wood, “He
sought the most difficult work and by
his determination and courage rend-
ered a successful issue of the cam-
paign possible.”

In 1895 Wood was ordered to Wash- |

ington as assistant attending surgeon
which gave him an opportunity to be-
come acquainted with President Me-
Kinley and also with Theodore Roose-
velt, who was assistant secretary of
the navy at the time. Roosevelt and
Wood became congenial companions
and fast friends, for both had many
tastes and characteristics in common.
These two were the organizers of the
“Rough Riders,” which was officially
designated as the First Voluntee
Cavalry of the Spanish-American
Roosevelt insisted that Leonard
Wood =hould be the colonel of this

Iry regiment. Wood was, in a
time, appointed brigadier-
peneral, and Roosevelt was advancea
from second place to the coloneley of
hiz “Rough Riders.”

Wood succeeded General Wheeler
as commander of the cavalry brigade
in the Santiago campaign, and was
made military governor of the city
and district after the surrender of the
Spaniards. This afforded Wood an
opportunity to show his wonderful ad-
ministrative ability.
