Signor Pedrazzoll has analyzed the
descriptions, in old writings, of the
hundred-course hanguets of the Mid-
| dle ages, and the recitals of whole
cows prepared for the feasters. He
finds undoubted exaggeration, and

says that when such things dld hap-
pen so many people sat down to the
meal that each individual portion was
very small. Such dinners also were
glven only In years of plenty, but
more numerous than these were the
lean years. 'Ihep ‘the people were
thin and pale, and at this time orlg-
fnated the expression, “Tighten wup
your belt.”

The Beventeenth eentury was the
golden age for food. During these
years potatoes, tea, choeolate and cof-
fee were Introduced Into Rurope.
Rome claims to he the birthplace of
“Cafe au lalt.” Ambulant Greeks used
to sell coffee from buckets in the
streets of Rome.

The Romans Immediately used this
for mixing with milk, and so popular
proved the drink that it soon spread
to the whole worid. The first coffee
house to be opened In Rome was, In
fact, called “Il cuffe greco,” and it may
still be seen in :;. plcturesque Via
Condottl.
