Preference for Blue With
Foamy White Ruffles.

Washington, D. C.—"The much-tray-
eled Atlantic is putting on ts usual
color show for the summer tourist, It
is exhibiting a decided preference for
blue, with soft foamy white rufflea.
Sometimes it s wearing sage greens,
deep Indigo, or royal purple.
