Washington.—The Iargest aerial
photographie mapping project at-
tempted by any country Is now un-
der way Im Texas and it Is expected
that when the work has been com
pleted there will have been phuto-
graphed 10,000 square miles. The
time required In which to take tb-
photographs, develop and fit them to-
gether Into one large map
mated at three months. This work
is being done by the photographie
section of the alr service of the army.

Maj. Gen. Mason M. Patrick, chief
of the alr service, belleves the mak-
ing of maps I8 the most lmportant
peace-time won' In which that serv-
ice can be engaged, and says that
these pictures are projects on which
also the corps of engineers and Unit-
ed States geological survey are work-
ing. The importance of the enterprise
may be grasped when one considers
the element of time aud the great
cost to the country of the work. By
nerial photography the saving in time
Is estimated at 75 per cent and 50
per cent in the cost of the survey.

The office of the chief of air service
is receiving many requests from gov-
ernors and other officinls of state, i
cluding counties, asking that the serv
ices of the photographic section of
the alr service be utilized in state and
rounty survey work
