|  Savannah, Ga.—Grouped around a
large eagle that was brought to Sa-

| vanmah by B. Shuman, who killed it

near his home at the Montgomery
| crossroads, about six miles from Sa-
vannah, a neat display has been made

In a show window.

' The bird, which measures about six
feet from tip to tip with wings out-
stretched, occuples the entire width
of the window. At his feet Is draped

| the American flag, on which he stands,

and in connection with this, dollar
bills with the real American eagle
stamped thereon are pasted on the
window. Also other bills are to be
seen bearing the plcture of George

Washington, father of the country of

which the eagle is emblematic.

The fact that the eagle was killed
in this vicinity is considered as unus-
uval, as 1s the window display. Mr.
Shuman, who lives at Lanler's Park
and Poultry farm, was at first fright-
ened when the big dark bird appeared
in the sky over his porch. And about
1,000 chickens nearby were even more
frightened.

Bhuman killed him with one shot
from a considerable distance. From
the slze of the eagle's claws and bill
he looks fully capable of capturing
and flylng away with o good-sized pig.

Nebraska Civil
Rights Bill

_Sec. 1. CIVIL RIGHTS OF PERSONS, All persons
within this state shall be entitled to a full and equal
enjoyment of the accommodations, advantages, facilities
and privileges of inns, restaurants, public conveyances,
barber shops, theatres and other places of amusement;
subject only to the conditions and limitations established
by law and applicable alike to every person.

Sec. 2. PENALTY FOR VIOLATION OF PRECED-
ING SECTION. Any person who shall violate the fore-
going section by denying to any person, except for rea-
sons of law applicable to all persons, the full enjoyment
of any of the accommodations, advantages, facilities, or
privileges enumerated in the foregoing section, or by
aiding or inciting such denials, shall for each offense be
guilty of a misdemeanor, and be fined in any sum not less
than twenty-five dollars, nor more than one hundred
dollars, and pay the costs of the prosecution.
