Scalloped Tomatoes and Cheese 
2 cups canned tomatoes. 
3 cups soft bread crumbs. 
1 teaspoon salt. 

Vi teaspoon pepper. 
1 teaspoon sugar. 
2 cups grated cheese. 

Season tomatoes with salt, pep- 
per and sugar. Arrange alternate 
layers of tomatoes, bread crumbs 
and cheese in a baking dish. Dot 
the top with bits of butter and 

bake in a moderate, \350-degree, 
>ven for about 30 minutes.
