A most impressive fact about 

the ressurection of Jesus was the 

effect on His disciples. In the 

place of disappointment, despair 
and sorrow, came joy, hope and 

courage. Jesus’ victory was won 

at the cost of the cross.

Lt. Leon Gilbert to 

Begin 20-Year Term 
TOKYO. (ANP). Lt. Leon A 

Gilbert, company officer of the 
24th Infantry regiment, who was 

convicted by court martial on a : 

charge of refusing to obey orders 

j to attack with his unit in Korea 

j last July 31, left here recently 
; aboard the U.S. transport Gen. I 

! William Mitchell bound for a fed- 
eral penitentiary in the United 
States to begin a 20 year prison 
term. 

; Gilbert was originally sentenced 
by the court martial board to 
die, but the sentence was com-* 
muted by President Truman, fol- 
lowing a nationwide protest. The 
officer denied the charge and con- 

tended that his trial had been 
conducted in an illegal manner. 

As a direct result of this case, 
the NAACP assigned its national 

counsel, Thurgood Marshall, to I 
make an on-the-spot investiga- 
tion. Marshall reported that he 
found many similar cases involv- 
ing discriminatory punishment of j 
Negro GI’s. 

The NAACP has announced ' 

plans to continue the fight to re- 

verse the court martial verdict i 
and secure Gilbert’s reinstate- 
ment to his commission.
