WORLD RECORD 

New York, Aug. 1.—"Dazzy” Vance, 
Brooklyn National pitcher, tied the 
world record for coneecutiv# strike- 
outs by fanning seven batters in a 
row in his 4 to 0 victory over Chicago 
at Brooklyn today. The record was 
established by Hod Eller of the Cin- 
cinnati Nationals in the 1919 world 
series with the Chicago Americans. 

Vance also tied his own 1923 major 
league record of 14 strikeouts for a 

single game. Every man on the Chi- 
cago team except Hollocher struck 
out at least once. Hartnett, slugging 
Cub catcher, was three times a vic- 
tim of Vance's fast ball.
