Flays Dogmas.

He spoke of the great meetings
recently held of the Methodist, Pres-
byterian, Baptist and Christlan
churches where the technical doctrines
of baptism, closed membership, closed
communion and closed pulpit were
apparently on the program outlined,
but the conventlons got away from
these questions and discussed prob-
lems dealing with the welfare of the
world.

Dr. Buckner sald that God s seek-
ing to make men good and that he is
not spending his time trying to estab-
lish ceremonles and doctrines and
dogmas which split mankind up Into
denominations.

To Teach Class.

“As long as we church members are
continually arguing about the means
of getting people into the other world
we will not get together in this world.

““The time is soon coming when de.
nominational lines will be practically
obliterated. When men begin to think
about the good of the world and the
welfare of mankind they forget to
build up high denominational walls."”

Dr. Buckner, since his removal from
Aurora has been pastor of the Con-
gregational church at Chamberlain,
8. D. He will preach in Aurora next
Sunday and teach the men's Bible
class which became so prominent
while he was pastor of the Methodist
church in Aurora for 11 years.
