Lakehurst, N. J., Aug. 17.—The
naval dirlgible Shenandoah, which
left here Friday morning to join the
Atlantle fleet in maneuvers off the
coast, returned to {ts station early
today and was moored to its mast at
4:35 a. m. The vessel was in com-

The Shenandoah, acting as scoul
for a flotilla of destroyers, was as.
signed to the extreme southern fleld
of the mancuvers, which brought it
to a point 150 miles north of Ber-
muda, according to its commander,
Throughout Friday might and all
day Saturday the Shenandoah
cruised over a wide area, 300 to 500
miles off the coast, In search of the
“enemy,” the “enemy’ being four bat-
tleships carrying the midshipment on
their summer cruise and en route
from England to Annapolis. It was
not until 8:30 last night, however,
that tha "enemy" was asighted, 75
miles off the Delawnre breakwater,
Word was flashed to the destroyers,
which succeeded In theoretically de
stroving one battleship.
