pas” to Meet Colored 

Heavy September 11. 

New York. Aug. 19.—I.uls Klrpo, 
"wild hull of the pampas,” won the 
derision In his first battle In a court- 
room today. 

The South American heavyweight 
pugilist, through his lawyer, Hy- 
man Huslicl, obtained a postpone- 
ment of tlie hearing of perjury 
charges against Firpo until Septem- 
ber JO, which is nine days after the 
date on which Firpo is scheduled to 
battle Harry Wilis, negro heavy- 
weight, at Boyle's Thirty Acres In 
New .Jersey. 

_KW YORK, Aug.

pression, hast- 
ened to New 
York today from 
hla training quar- 
ters in Saratoga 
Springs to fight 
hack at a charge 
of perjury and a

The famous 
fighter from 
South America 

will step into court before United 
States Commissioner Hitchcock today, 
Firpo's lawyer, Hyman Bushel an- 

nounced. 
Firpo, advised that Rev. Witllam 

Sheafe Chase, president of the New 
York Civltv. league had obtained a 

warrant for his arrest, charging perj- 

ury in gaining admittance to the Unit- 
ed State* on July 21, took the flrat 
train for New York to answer the 

chargee. 
A woman, a dark eyed, buxom girl 

of Spanish origin, la the cauae of 

Firpo's trouble on the eve of hia "mil- 
lion dollar fight" with Harry Wills, 
the negro heavyweight challenger of 
Jack Dempsey. She i« Miss Bianca 
Lourdes, who was .deported following 
her arrival in this country on the 
same ship with the Flrpo party. 

The Rev. Dr. Chase wanti to know: 
Why was Firpo allowed to enter 

while Miss Lourdee was kept out? 
Canon Chase said the charge of 

perjury he has preferred against Fir- 

po was based on the fighter's "mis- 
statements'* to the immigration au- 

thorities that Miss Loudrea "was only 
s casual acquaintance." He declared 
he would prove that Firpo and the 
girl were frienda of long standing and 
that she was in America a year ago 
—when Flrpo fought Dempsey. 

Firpo, a defiant expression on hia 
stern countenance, rang the door bell 
of his lawyer's home, shortly after 
9 o’clock this morning He was ac- 

companied by hia South American I 
friend, Juan Holmes. * 

Asked concerning Rev. Mr. Chase » 

charge, Firpo glowered, rubbed his 
hand through his toussled hair, 
crossed his arms and talked rapidly 
in Spanish. As interpreted by 
Holmes, Firpo said: 

"I am absolutely Innocent. I del 
not commit perjury. I told the Iran,:- 
gration authorities all I knew. I am 

getting a raw deal.” 
If Firpo loses his fight sgalnst d“- 

portation he will loBe. it is estimated, 
at least $200,009, his approximate 
share of th» Wills fight which Is ex 

pected to attract more than $1,000,000 
in gate receipts.
