The job of “sizing up the vote™ is
one of the most interesting things
connected with a presidential cam-
paign. The campaign committees, di-
recting the affairs of the various po-
litleal parties, have thelr specia
squads of sizers up, but usually their
reports are for the secret use of the
campalgn chalrmen. The real unbi-
ased size-up {s made by representa-
tives of the big eastern newspapers.

The size-up of Nebraska {s already
under way, The advance guard of
the newspaper men was in Nebraska
last week. Charles N, Wheeler, rep-
resenting the Unlversal Service and
International News, the great news
gathering mervice of the Hearst pa-
pers, was in Omaha for four days.
Angus MeSween, representing the
Philadelphia North Americen, was
hers for three dayvs.

Conlidge Favored.

Botk men mingled with the eut-
state editors, democrats, republicans
and La Follette supporters. They
put in a day at Lincoln, talking with
the various party chairmen, and they
vigited CGovernor Charles W, Bryan.
All in 211 they had a splendid oppor:
tunity to get the views of the various
claimants and their work was made
particularly easy hecauss of the
meeting In Omaha of the state edi-
torial assoclation.

“The click of the cash regiatar s
drowning out the appeals to discon-
tent in Nebraska, Unless Coolldge or
Dawes pull some kind of 'boner’ the
vote of Nebraska will be found as it
has usually been found {n the repub-
llecan column this fall."”
