He called attention to the discouraged
attitude of Europe until the recent
settlement and predicted that thrifty
Germany will soon be on {ts feet.

Touching on the matter of pre-
paredness he urged that this country
keep ready to defend itself.

“I’Tnless our young are taught to
defend the country even Mexico ecould
eventually take our ecountry away
from us,'" Judge Sutton said.
